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USE OF MODERN LEARNING MEDIA WITHIN MUSIC EDUCATION
LESSONS

The usage of modern learning media within music education lessons improves learn-
ing and increases pupils’ motivation. They evoke curiosity, which enables a more successful
transfer of music content. Development of modern technologies sparked development of
learning media. The paper presents professional skills for usage of learning media and fre-
quency of their use from students at Faculty of Education at University “Goce Delcev” of
Shtip, R.Macedonia. We used a descriptive non-experimental method of empirical peda-
gogical research. The results have shown that during preparation for music lessons and
realization students mostly use various learning media: workbook, CD player, keyboards,
rhythmic Orff instruments, melodic Orff instruments, computer, television, DVD player.
Although students are educated for usage of computer during their studies, it is evident
that they don't apply gained skills during realization of music lessons. In order to improve
musical — pedagogical work in the field of learning media usage in music classes from stu-
dents we can highlight the need for their adequate professional education.
