The theoretical aspects of the social status of students (rejected / accepted)
and its educational importance

Summary

We live in a time of an existential paradoxes. On the one hand millions of people
are starving, on the other hand incalculable funds are spent on weapons and wars.
Millions of people live in a social, cultural and technological isolation, and on the
other hand are developed new nano technologies and the space has been researched.
Globalization penetrating every segment of human life and creates almost



undisguised doubts about the essence of human existence. In such circumstances
societies aspiring to reach the objectives of the wealthier, more democratic often
face problems of valuable information. Lack of compatibility between real life,
proclaimed school goals and centuries of family efforts to preserve its educational
integrity.

This paper presents an overview and analysis of the theoretical concepts and
research findings actualize and affirm the importance of social interaction in pupil
collective as a determinant that can affect the quality of social interaction in the
wider social context. There are irrevocable evidence that the social status of students
can affect social, emotional and cognitive development. The status of acceptance
and rejection are relatively stable and transferable to other groups. Hence the
guestion of the need to establish a new paradigm that will promote another indicator
(social interaction) to measure the quality of school education.
