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ASSESSING PRAGMATIC COMPETENCE OF ENGLISH AND GERMAN
FOREIGN LANGUAGE STUDENTS
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Abstract: This paper focuses on the role of explicit instructions for developing pragmatic competence in learning
foreign languages (English and German). It presents the first phase of the scientific and research project entitled “The
role of explicite instructions in developing pragmatic competence in learning English and German as a foreign
language”, which is conducted at the Faculty of Philology, at the University Goce Delchev in Stip. It was motivated
by the importance of pragmatic knowledge which allows learners to adequately communicate in the target language.
The main goals of teaching foreign languages have long been preparing learners to communicate effectively in the
language they are learning. The project referred to in this paper was motivated by the lack of valid data on
communicative competences of Macedonian learners of English and German as well as by the need of tracing effective
methods for reinforcing communication skills. The research will include contrastive analysis of speech acts, design of
instruments for pragmatic competence assessment and design of learning modules for developing pragmatic
competence.
