Conclusion

Interests represent a challenge for developed countries and they are always
present in the crisis regions and influence the institutions that have a great impact
on the market for military technology that grew into an important element for the
economic development of the rich and industrialized countries, while economic
interests posed by the desire for development and investments in military
technology as an essential and primary goal.

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states, often have civil wars within states as can be seen from recent developments
in the Arab world during 2012 and 2013.

Words such as instability, anxiety, threat, even apocalypse enjoy great
popularity, despite the plain fact that victims of violent conflicts in terms of the
global population are often well below the average figure compared to the period
of the Second World War.

Changing the typology of violence can also have some influence,
increased cowardly murders of many innocent civilians by fanatics or criminals,
while today's combat resources are very accurate despite frequent reports of
"collateral™ murders.

Financial crisis in 2008 has turned into a potential great world depression.
Question is whether it will remain within the economic sphere or will be extended
to other social aspects, but will certainly be adversely affected geopolitical
influence where it can be seen interdependence and cooperative approach to
international relations as the dominant task. The focus is in widespread perception
of instability that was present before 2008, trends spread in several areas.
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
