FACTORS THAT INFLUENCE THE MOTIVATION OF TEACHER IN TEACHING
: WORK IN PRIMARY EDUCATION

This study treats the factors that affect the motivation of teachers in the teaching work in
primary education. The main goal of this research is to highlight the factors that influence teachers
motivation in the teaching work and assess the overall level of motivation of primary education
teachers in Tetovo and its surroundings.

Through Cluster Sampling technique was selected a sample consisting of 150 primary
school teachers. For the purpose of this study was used instrument that included a structured
(uestionnaire containing 24 questions and 10 statements. Hi-square test x2 at p <0.05 (Pearson
correlation) was used for testing and comparison of statistical data and to verify the hypotheses of the
#ludy. The study findings show that the main factors motivating the teachers in their teaching work
firo; communication with students and parents, inter-collegial cooperation, good management of the
#ehool, the implementation of modern teaching techniques and technologies and working conditions.
While the salaries, workload and controlling during the class are factors of de-motivation. Further
findings of this study include: teachers are not satisfied with their salaries; inter-collegial cooperation of
toachers is not at the right level; lack the necessary teaching means; teachers work is not valued in
noclety; teachers do not receive the deserved appreciation and gratitude for their work.

Kosovo and other Albanian regions in Serbian, Croatian and Slovenian Kingdom and
later in Yugoslavia had a more difficult position and status than during Ottoman ruling for
many centuries; it didn't have an equal status and position to other people and nationalities
that were part of Yugoslavian territory. .

The political, economic and social conditions were very difficult and it wasn't at all discussed
about education because the Yugoslav occupiers and especially the Serbian one, who had
a dominant role, did not allow education and of Albanians and other ethnicities in their native
language, but only in Serbo-Croatian.

Therefore, this paper will address the educational and developmental position during the
Second World War and afterwards until 1958 to see the educational situation of Albanians in
this period making a comparison of the circumstances of education of both occupiers and
rulers in Kosovo, that of fascist and of SFR of Yugoslavia, where the Albanian people of
Kosovo were their victim,
