Details of the proposal:

Introduction

In development economies, which are behind the modern industrialized
countries, entrepreneurship is an important component in stimulating
economic growth, innovation, competitiveness, and even poverty reduction.
Innovation is a driving force in the development; without the innovative
entrepreneurs we would not have more of the tools and services that provide
prosperity and development. Entrepreneurship in developed countries relates
to the discovery and exploitation of opportunities. It plays a potentially
important role in development, including here innovation and price discovery,
filling the gap, the accumulation of human and physical capital, reallocation of
assets from less productive to more productive resources, and support the
process of structural change. Economic development is the result of focus
and commitment to human activity. Developing country needs entrepreneurs
who see and perceive new opportunities and are willing to take the
necessary risks in exploiting these opportunities.

Women entrepreneurship is appointed as a new driving force for the growth
and development of economies in developing countries that will bring
prosperity and welfare in these countries. A number of stakeholders indicates
women entrepreneurship as an important ‘unexploited source' of economic
growth and development. World Economic Forum identified the women
entrepreneurship as a "step forward" for economic growth and development
at their annual meeting in 2012 (WEF, 2012). Other relevant factors speak for
women entrepreneurs as "new women's movement." They say: "Forget the
economic aid to developing countries, focus on investments in women
entrepreneurs as key drivers of growth and development in these countries"
(Forbes, 2011).

The growth in the number of women entrepreneurs in developing countries
has attracted the attention of academics and development sector. Donors,
international public institutions, national and local authorities, NGOs, private
companies, charitable organizations and business associations initiate
programs globally to promote and develop women entrepreneurship. They
initiate programs for capacity building of entrepreneurial skills, strengthening
networks of association among women entrepreneurs, training for the
possible financing, or initiate implementation of policies that allow the growth
of businesses where the main force are women entrepreneurs. They all claim
that female entrepreneurship is essential for the growth of developing
countries. Supporting women entrepreneurs is essential to stimulate growth
in a country as entrepreneurial potential of women has not been fully utilized.
In recent years, great attention is paid to the promotion and development of
women entrepreneurship. In Canada, US and UK governments and the
private sector are actively promoting the growing role of women
entrepreneurs in the business sector. Equally, in developing countries more
attention is oriented towards women entrepreneurs. Therefore, in this project
we are focusing on business facilities, analysis of managerial and leadership
skills of women entrepreneurs, strategic planning, marketing and financial
skills these entrepreneurs possess. The implementation of all these factors in
the operation of enterprises where women entrepreneurs have the main role,




is one of the key factors for the development of competition in this kind of
entrepreneurial business, and the economy of our country as a whole.

The project was developed on the basis of five groups of key objectives,
including: managerial and leadership skills which are considering the
application of existing models and principles of leadership in small and
medium enterprises leaded by women entrepreneurs, as well as
determination of specific problems; strategic planning and measuring the
impact of its components; financial objectives and analysis of the methods of
financing; marketing activities which include the degree of market orientation,
branding, marketing strategy and marketing planning; and general objectives
which will be graded with the implementation of statistical, and comparative
analysis of focus groups.

Research Project

a)Aims/goals

The goals of this two-year project are divided into four (five) groups,
according to the need for analysis of business capacity, that is scheduled to
include the method of management and leadership skills, the level of
strategic planning in business, finances and marketing in entrepreneurial
companies, managed by women entrepreneurs.

Managerial and leadership skills - Goals:

1. Considering the possibility of the application of existing models and
principles of leadership in SMEs.

2. Determining the specific problems - challenges in SMEs.

3. Classification of the necessary attributes, behaviors and roles of
leaders - entrepreneurs.

Strategic Planning (SP) - Goals:

4. Measuring the impact of SP components - vision, mission, strategic
goals and developing plans oriented in the long run and control, on the
business performance.

Finance - Goals:

5. Measuring the impact of existing ways of financing the Zona Business
preformansite.

6. Determining the optimal types and levels of funding.

7. Determining the specifics of the use (management) of financing.

Marketing - Goals:

8. Measuring the degree of market orientation of SMEs run by women -
entrepreneurs.

9. Research the type of marketing strategy.

10. Analysis of the branding process.

11.Exploring the type and process of marketing planning.

12.Determining the degree of internationalization of operations or strategy
when entering new foreign markets.

General Goals:

13. Statistical Analysis

14.Comparative Analysis

15. Analysis of focus groups (depth interview)

16.Presentation of results.




b) Methodology and planned research

Under the planned project as a key method will be used the method of
research, with a combination of quantitative and qualitative research. Source
of data will be secondary sources (relevant literature, previous research in
the area, published papers and reports, web - pages of official institutions
dealing with the study of issue) and primary data sources (women -
entrepreneurs, managers / executives in small and medium enterprises).

As research techniques a combination of personal, semi-structured interview,
which will be followed by structured questionnaire, follw-up interview and
focus group analysis, will be applied.

The statistical sample will be a purposeful sample of at least 100 women -
entrepreneurs, managers of small and medium enterprises in the field of
production (food, textiles, leather), because this field requires a proactive
approach to the market, a high degree of market orientation, great knowledge
and skills in the field of the management and strategic planning, and
advanced leadership skills.

Management and leadership: Measurement of the possibility of application
of existing models and principles of leadership in SMEs, identification of
specific problems - challenges in SMEs and classification of required
attributes, behaviors and roles of leaders - entrepreneurs, will be based on
proposed testing of existing models, principles, factors of influence
established in the literature on management and leadership.

Strategic Planning (SP): Measurement of the impact of SP components -
vision, mission, strategic goals and developing plans oriented on the long run
and control, over business performance (profit, liquidity, ROI / return on
investment, ROS / return on sales ). Each of the components will be
developed into a model for assessment and analysis, according to the extent
of their application in the enterprise managed by women entrepreneurs,
which will be further tested for the impact on business performance.

Finance: Measuring the impact of existing ways of financing on the business
preformans, determining the optimal types and levels of funding and
establishing specifics of the use (management) of financing, which will allow
us to see the focus on a particular strategy - saving, investing, R&D; the
views / opinions of overtime, rewards, bonuses and penalties.

Marketing: Measuring the degree of market orientation of SMEs run by
women - entrepreneurs will be done through the application of a certain
scale, i.e. MARKOR scale for measurement of market orientation, which will
give an insight into the level of analysis and consumer reaction to consumer
requirements, orientation towards competition, inter-funtional coordination
and, orinetation on the long run/term. Research of the type of marketing
strategy will be based on analysis of existing marketing activities through
specific steps proposed in the literature for marketing. Analysis of the
branding process will be done through insight into the specific steps that are
applied in the process of branding, as opposed to the views in the literature.
Exploring the nature and process of marketing planning will be analyzed
through evaluation of existing marketing plans, based on the thesis in the
literature on marketing planning. Determining the degree of




internationalization of the work will be done by analyzing the existing strategy
for entering new foreign markets and future plans in this field.

Statistical Analysis: The basis of the statistical analysis will be parametric
statistics through the set of nominal, ordinal and interval measurement scales
for assessment of the analyzed phenomena, i.e. analysis of numerical data.
Zero primary hypothesis of the existence of nonlinear dependence between
the events (HO: p = 0) is set in order to be refuted or to prove that the
correlation is not zero (H1: p # 0). The results will first be treated with basic
descriptive statistics of the data matrix with values of the parameters,
including range of values (min - max), arithmetic mean, median, geometric
mean, data distribution, standard deviation. Before testing the relationship
between variables and their impact on business performance, the model fit,
the reliability of the constructed measurement scales (Cronbach alpha) will
be tested, as well as factor analysis to determine the size and significance of
each of the variables in the corresponding predicted measurement scales.
Bivariant statistics will be used to determine the correlation (positive /
negative) among the tested parameters and their internal functional
dependence, through simple and multiple linear regression. To simplify the
interpretation of the parameters that had previously shown a correlation, a
multivariant analysis and analysis of variance (ANOVA) a will be applied. In
order to determine the differences between phenomena and their importance
to business performance, testing of their mean values will be applied. As
control factors we will use factors of influence provided by Porters’ 5 forces
model (currently rivalry on the market, possibility of entry of new competitors,
possibility of substitution, bargaining power of buyers and suppliers). The
statistical analysis is performed with the use of the software IBM SPSS19.
Comparative analysis: modus operandi of women entrepreneurs in
Macedonia will be compared with business practices, knowledge and skills of
women entrepreneurs from developed countries and other emerging
economies, which will allow us to recognize any gaps and deficiencies in the
work, and give a proposal for their overcoming and elimination.

Expected results and implementation

Business facilities that entrepreneurs are using are the main factor of
influence that determines the success of entrepreneurial business. Therefore,
all research related to issues of management, marketing, finances within
SMEs deserve significant attention, because they set the stage for growth
and development of the company, which are key for the development of
national competitiveness.

The implementation of the explained draft examinations will get a different
answer of the questions.

First, it will provide insight into the current state of strategic business
activities of entrepreneurial companies, which will create a basis for
identifying strengths and weaknesses or development gaps in their
development work.

Furthermore, it will enable knowledge of key market impact factors and their
relationship and influence on business performance, which will provide
information for managers of enterprises that can be used for making future




business decisions.

Also, the results will show whether there is a causal relationship between the
activities of each of the analyzed areas - management (development
strategies, implementation tactics, managing human resources - using
systems of rewards and penalties, factors of motivation, etc.) marketing
(degree of market orientation, marketing planning, implementation of
marketing activities, involvement in internet marketing activities etc.), finance
(ways of financing, size of own capital, sources of financing, etc.) with the
positive business performance - profit, market share, return on investment
and more.

The hypothesis assume that a higher degree of implementation of strategic
business activities in the field of management, marketing and finance will
contribute to improved financial results and positive business performances.
Indicative data for entrepreneurial business activities suggest that more
proactive attitude towards strategic planning is the basis for achieving
business success. The obtained values of this science project will confirm or
exclude this dilemma.

Applicative implementation

The data gathered from the experimental part of the project will contribute to
the formation of a scientific attitude and protocol for the procedure of the
development and implementation of management and marketing activities,
and the relationship to finances within the small and medium enterprises.

The implementation will be realized under the covered companies in the
sample that are leaded by women - entrepreneurs, by presenting findings
and making a plan for implementation of the proposed changes that are
assumed to arise from the research.

Presentation and publication of results: At this stage it is envisaged to
achieve the following activities:

a) Participation of young researchers in the scientific work in which they will
be trained to use instrumental techniques provided for realization of the
project activities. They will be trained to analyze the results and think and
discuss the results. It will enable the expansion of knowledge and experience
in management and leadership, finance and marketing, with which will gain
the ability to plan future research activities.

b) Writing and publishing scientific papers in international journals with
impact factor.

c) Presentation the results at national and international scientific
conferences.

d) Cooperation with SMEs leaded by women - entrepreneurs in the field of
manufacturing (textiles, food, leather, etc.) for practical application of the
results of this research.

c) Research plan with timeline

Research will be conducted in each of the companies that are leaded by
women - entrepreneurs, in several cities in the Republic of Macedonia.
Research and project activities are divided into thirds in the year:

First third, 2015.

() Initial activities: meeting with all participants of the project and agreement




for further activities.

(2) Focus on the collection of secondary data from previous published
reports, scientific papers, etc., Reviewing the relevant literature, in order to
draft a new theoretical setting for the needs of small and medium enterprises
and women entrepreneurs.

(3) Detailed setting of the frame for the research methodology, research
creating a structured questionnaire and interviewing potential interviewers
who will participate in the implementation of the survey.

Second Third 2015

(1) Conducting empirical research - a survey of 100 women entrepreneurs in
the cities of R. Macedonia.

(2) Analysis and interpretation of data collected from a performed survey.

Last Third 2015

(1) Meeting with participants of the project and discussions on the results and
the follow-on activities.

(2) Writing, publication and presentation of research papers, based on the
first part of quantitative empirical research.

(3) Prepare an annual report on the activities carried out in the first year of
the project.

The research will be conducted through the use of secondary and primary data
sources. In addition to the secondary data will be used statistical and other
previously published data from relevant and official published reports and in terms
of primary data will be conducted empirical research on the market in the
direction of the proposed topic. The research will be based on a detailed
methodological design, which includes several different research methodologies
(observation, induction and deduction, comparative method, research, etc.), and will
be performed by multiple research techniques for quantitative and qualitative
research. Techniques will focus on a structured questionnaire for the views,
opinions and current business practices of women entrepreneurs; followed, semi-
structured interview; focus - groups and so on. The analysis will be conducted via
software for statistical data analysis for the social sciences (IBM SPSS19), which
supports the necessary tests to prove the hypotheses. Statistical analysis will be
based on parametric statistics of a random sample of at least 100 women
entrepreneurs and conclusions will be carried on the basis of descriptive and
deductive statistics. Tests will include analysis of a frequency, median and modal
environment, analysis of cross-tables, statistical correlation, ANOVA, simple and
multiple regression analysis, factor analysis, testing the appropriateness of the
model and reliability of scale (Cronbach Alpha) etc.

The sample will cover the surveys and interviews of women executives from various
industries.

In the project will be used vehicles, computers (laptops), digital devices (cameras,
tape recorders, etc. to record the interview), supplies for making survey (paper, ink,
markers, etc.), contractual services to realization of the surveys in different cities of
the Republic of Macedonia, proofreading services for the final reports etc.
