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Abstract: In spite of all the help that teachers get from book publishers and teacher-training providers, there is
still a role that teachers themselves have to fill. It is essentially important that they ask themselves questions of
the type: What do my students know? What language problems do they face? Why don’t my B1, or even B2
students rarely use could/ may/ might when | am sure that they know these verbs? Why in normal conversation
they have problems responding to very basic conversational routines like It was nice talking to you? Why can’t
they properly ask if a sit in a full restaurant is taken or for someone’s telephone? It has become increasingly
important for teachers to refer to research or become researchers themselves and develop an evidence-based
approach to answer these questions. The intention of this paper is to promote evidence-based teaching of foreign
languages and to provide an example of how academic research can provide ample evidence of language learner
needs and difficulties as well as shed light on how to resolve them. Our goals, therefore, are the following: 1. to
stress the need of expanding academic research to all aspects of language learning and teaching in our country;
2. to point to practicality of academic research; 3. to give an example of how research can be incorporated in
foreign language teaching; and 4. to motivate teachers to read research articles and even become researchers
themselves. In another paper we focus in more detail on how interlanguage pragmatics research can play a part
in syllabus design. Here we focus on how we can develop lessons and methodology for teaching pragmatics
around such syllabus. We first demonstrate how instruction can benefit from interlanguage pragmatics research
by using the results obtained through the project “The role of explicit instruction in developing pragmatic
competence in learning English and German as foreign languages” carried out at Goce Delcev University, Stip,
Republic of Macedonia, for developing pragmatics-focused curriculum. After selecting the target forms for
instruction, we present the e-learning modules designed to address the identified deficiencies. Finally, we
present the future activities of the project. We hope that the project presented here will encourage teachers to
adopt the pragmatic, evidence-based approach in their own teaching, which in turn will bring about the
development of learners’ overall communicative competence in the target language and culture.
