Traditional architecture in Strumica and Strumica region on the 19th and
early 20th century

Strumica and Strumica region contains a number of monuments,
buildings as part of the historical core, landscape areas in urban and rural
areas, which have preserved their autenticity. The historical heritage is the
result of the large number of cultural activities in the area of Strumica,
which took place over the centuries of its existence. Based on the cultural
heritage that this region contains, is the result of the development of the
culture of living of the local population, which is complemented through
different historical periods. In this area there are the large number of
archaeological remains, medieval fortifications, sacred buildings, public
buildings of the period of Ottoman rule, and historical monuments of the
recent history of the 20th century. The largely image of the city is
undoubtedly filled with historic buildings from the period of 18th, 19th and
early 20th century, with residential use, which are built by public builders
in way, shape and style features close to the locals . Although compactly
grouped, the steep terrain, the urban street network, because their
dilapidated condition of the building, and the presence of new buildings
with modern materials that are a result of the needs of the population,
were destroyed or those little samples that are preserved, are in poor
condition. This situation is the result of insufficient attention to this part of
the architectural heritage during the 20th century, which led to the present
situation.The residential architecture of this period have similar structural
and aesthetic features as other cities in Macedonia in this period. Then
there were created a specific structure that is adapted to the climate,
dominated by warm summers with high temperatures, or create an
insulation of vital residential premises. The increased of high of the facilities
in the downtown core, are because the density of development, isolation
from the city noise and improve the visualization to the surrounding area.
