of the house to the public and open space. Through the courtyard it closed the
circle of connecting alley neighborhood as a place for socializing and conversation
(public space) and living space (private space).

Linking yard places in the neighborhood is established with little return fancy walls
kapidzhik-yard, to facilitate easier communication. Reservation on the surface of
the yard was made possible by a high stone wall fence, with plenty of greenery,
a fountain, garden, gardens, etc., with access entry gate with a double wooden
door.

Often this major port through which should pass (arabadzhiska)- cattle car, was
placed on the ground floor of the house, through which entered the ground floor,
where there was a small porch, which was associated with a yard.

All these mentioned
qualities of urban life,
expressed through
the momentum
generated by
economic and
cultural potentials
of the population,
created a historical
picture with
authentic
architectural
values, in the

city of Vardar

River.
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
