Summary

It is worldwide known that social, cultural, political, and economical environment has
direct impact on the health. Although in Macedonia has been reported very high perinatal
mortality rate, there are not reliable data about the level of influence of the social determinants
on perinatal outcomes.

The main goal of this research on the influence of the social determinants was to perform
desk review on the topic and estimate the relative risk of adverse perinatal outcome for the most
common social determinants in order to suggest recommendations for improving the perinatal
outcome.

During the research period the systematic review was performed and the relative risk
calculated, which was followed by ranking the social determinants by their level of influence.
The determinants of interest were: maternal age, parity, level of education, employment status,
place of living, and the antenatal care. As the most influential social determinant is poor
antenatal care, multiparity, and poor socioeconomic state expressed by the unemployment of
the mother.

As a conclusion hereby were reported some recommendations, some of them couls be
implementd on local level, but for the majority of them it is important to design national programs
to overcome the inequities, aiming for the improvement of the perinatal health.

Abstract

Introduction: Cardiovascular diseases represent a huge medical, and socio-economic problem
both in the developed, and in the underdeveloped countries in the world, becoming a global
epidemic. They are the main cause of morbidity, mortality, work incapacity, absenteeism /
absence from work, as well as premature mortality of working population younger than 60 years.
Purpose of the paper: To show the mortality from cardiovascular diseases in the Republic of
Macedonia in the period from 2007 to 2016; to present the mortality from cardiovascular
diseases in various regions and countries in the world, for which there is literature available.
Material and Methods: Available data from the State Statistical Office of the Republic of
Macedonia, Public Health Institute of the Republic of Macedonia, PHI Center for Public Health
Skopje, WHO Reports, and other available literature from the latest date are used. It is used the
descriptive epidemiological method of work.

Results: In the study period, the highest mortality rate from cardiovascular diseases in the
Republic of Macedonia was registered in 2007 - 613.8 / 100 000 inhabitants, and the lowest in
2016 - 526.9 / 100 000 inhabitants. The rates in our country are lower than the average rate in
Europe. In 2015 in Europe were registered 85 million inhabitants with cardiovascular diseases,
of which over 11.3 million were registered as new cases.
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Conclusion: Cardiovascular diseases are, and will be one of the major public health problems
in our country and in the world, due to high morbidity and mortality. They occur in all social
classes, especially in age groups over 50, regardless of gender, ethnic or racial background.

PHARMACEUTICAL CARE OF ASTHMA PATIENTS

Abstract

Asthma is a chronic disorder, characterized with hypersensitivity of the bronchi to so
called allergens which cause reduction in oxygen conduction through them, clogging the
airways and cause difficulty in breathing.

Modern knowledge about the pathophysiology of asthma and the availability of effective
therapy means that asthma can be well controlled with prescribed optimal therapy and
appropriate use of drugs by the patient.

The implementation of the concept of pharmaceutical care through a well formulated
and implemented plan by the pharmacist contributes to better control of asthma and helps
patients live a full, active and productive life.
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In this paper we reviewed the WHO, PGEU and FIP recommendations for the
implementation of pharmaceutical care for patients with asthma, the effects of the completed
pharmaceutical care in some of the developed countries, the role of the pharmacist in the
preparation and implementation of the plan, the possibility to implement the concept of
pharmaceutical care in the country and suggest a possible plan for the implementation of
pharmaceutical care for patients with asthma.

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CORRELATION BETWEEN BPH PATIENTS™ SOCIAL STATUS AND THE SEVERITY OF

Benign prostatic hyperplasia (BPH) is most common chronic disease among male population.
Symptoms that appear due to benign prostate enlargement significantly influence patients’
quality of life, activities and psychosocial behavior. The expression of the symptoms is scored
through International Prostate Scoring System (IPSS). We have made an analysis of patients
who are looking for urologist opinion for the first time; we quantified their symptoms with IPSS
gquestionnaire and gathered information about patients™ social status. Out of 89 patients with
BPH symptoms, 47 come from rural areas and lower social status, although other 42 come
from bigger cities. Patients from rural areas expressed more severe symptoms due to the
longer time from the beginning of the symptoms to the time they seek for specialist opinion.
Reasons are: patients’ habits, more expressed prejudices in accepting the disease and
patients’ lower education. Organizing campaigns for raising the awareness of the patients with

BPH symptoms will result with lower morbidity of these patients.

Abstrakt

Macrosocial causes are crucial for human health. Economic, political, educational cultural and
environmental factors greatly affect health. Income growth and socioeconomic status improve
the quality of health.

Dermatological diseases are present in the overall population, but some of them are more
likely to be seen in people with low social standards, and are especially different in terms of
course and prognosis. Most commonly, it is a contagious disease that is not treated in time
and in the right way, thus taking a swing and a different course of the usual, often with
complications. Although any dermatological disorder can be found in this category of persons,
but special attention will be given to the pediculosis, pyoderms and scabies as the most
common.

Pediculosis and scabies are contagious parasitic diseases that if not treated in a timely
manner will spread in the form of small epidemics which in combination with bad
socioeconomic conditions will lead to significant progression, secondary infections,
complications and the need for more complicated therapeutic measures.

Pioderms are bacterial infections that require their own treatment and which untreated,
overlooked and with additional superinfection can rapidly progress and lead to more serious
damage requiring more aggressive therapy.

Poor personal hygiene, subnormal living conditions, and low economic status that does not
allow timely delivery of appropriate therapy contribute to the development of complications of
these infections.

THE USE OF FINITE ELEMENT METHOD AT THE PROSTHODONTICS

Abstract. The finite element method (FEM) involves a series of computational procedures to
calculate the stress in each element, which performs a model solution. Such a structural
analysis allows the determination of stress resulting from external force, pressure, thermal
change, and other factors. This method is extremely useful for indicating mechanical aspects of
biomaterials and human tissues that can hardly be measured in vivo. The results obtained can
then be studied using visualization software within the FEM environment to view a variety of
parameters, and to fully identify implications of the analysis. This paper shows the basic
concept, advantages, limitations and applications of finite element method in dentistry.

Abstract

Beside caries, periodontal diseases are the most prevalent oral disease in our country,
and all over the world. More then 90% of the population in our country has some form of
parodontal disease. A great number of researchers examined the relationship between
periodontal disease and socio-economic determinants. Hence, the main goal of this work has
reached-to make a review of the most frequently examined socioeconomic determinants that
are associated with the periodontal disease, as well how they affect on its occurrence and
progression. Looking at the data from contemporary world literature, everyone can get the
impression that there are multiple indicators that are related to the socioeconomic status
associated with different periodontal conditions. It is also need to be noted that all these
indicators: monthly income, education level, ethnicity and geographical affiliation (place of
residence) are interconnected and interdependent, and even affect one another, while also
affecting periodontal disease itself. Therefore, when considering the socio-economic status of
a particular individual and its impact on periodontal health, all these indicators need to be
analyzed. A number of studies have determined the difference in the condition of periodontal
health, depending on the socio-economic status of the individuals. That is the reason why, this
paper will present the data related to the different aspects of the socio-economic and social
determinants and their influence on the periodontal disease.

Abstract

Fetal growth restriction and/or development is found both in babies who are preterm or full-
term, and in either case has important adverse effects on putting the babies in the risk zone of
neonatal mortality and subsequent early and late onset of health consequences. Fetal growth
restriction is usually assessed by comparing the weight of the newborn with the expected
weight for the child's gestational age using less than the 10th centile of a reference population
for fetal growth as the threshold for being called small for gestational age (SGA). We estimate
that in 2010 32.4 million babies were born SGA in low- and middle-income countries as
leading parameter for poor social and economic conditions , constituting 27% of all live births.
The estimated prevalence of SGA is highest in South Asia and in Sahelian countries of Africa.
India has the world's largest number of SGA births, 46.9%, of births that are SGA in 2010 or
12.8 million . Just to compare ,USA rate for SGA is less than 10% of all live births. The
prevalence of SGA births is approximately double the prevalence of low-birthweight births
(using the common indicator of <2,500 g birthweight) globally and in the world's regions. Thus,
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given the adverse effects of being born SGA, even weighing 2,500 g or more, it is important to
create and implement health programs who will help with the improvement of the health of the
mother and the infant by researching the risk factors in which the low economic standards are
a given. This study has a aim to help on this subject by looking at the risk factor “primipara
juvenilis” ,as higher risk is in the women who live in bad living conditions, compared with the
low birth weight of the infant.

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Abstract

Introduction: It is worldwide known that social, cultural, political, and economic environment has
a direct impact on the preschool children's health and growth. Although, there is a significant
rate of preschool child morbidity and mortality in Macedonia, and there is not precise data about
the impact of social determinants on health and growth of preschool children yet.

Aim of the study: The purpose of this thesis is to gain insight into the causal link between the
common social determinants and the health and growth of preschool children, on the other
hand. The results should serve to improve prevention and develop local programs to promote a
sustainable system for improving children's health, with the help of reliable data.

Material and methods of work: As a material, it was used health documentation from the parent
pediatric institutions from Public Health Center — Zeleznicar (Skopje), and from outpatient clinic
in municipality of Butel (Skopje). Statistically, there were processed 50 health documents
randomly selected from both institutions, a total of 100, in the period of 2013 - 2017.

Results: With the help of this paper, it will be possible to identify the link between social
determinants and health with growth in children under five years of age. Of the group of mothers
with primary education, 71% had a newborn with low birth weight, of the mothers with secondary
education 18% had a newborn with low birth weight and a group of mothers with a university
education, 2% had a newborn with low birth weight. In the study, one congenital anomaly was
observed in a mother of age 36. That was congenital non — neoplastic nevus. In families
where there are no employees 100% of the pre-school children had chronic infections, in
families with 1 employee 87% of pre-school children had chronic infections and in families with
2 employees 77% of pre-school children had chronic infections. In children who only had healthy
drinking water, there was no episode of diarrhea coming from contaminated drinking water,
while pre-school children who came in contact with, in 100% there was diarrhea caused by
contaminated drinking water. In the group of pre-school children living in homes with sanitary
conditions, 100% are absent digestive disorders caused by unsecured sanitation in the home.
In the group of pre-school children living in homes where no sanitary conditions are provided,
100% of them were digestive diseases where unsecured sanitation appeared as an aetiological
moment.

Conclusion: Determining levels of inequality is essential for improving the health and nutrition
of the poor. This does not mean only a set of solutions that involve multiple institutions, but also
their effective dealing with all levels of determination. The social determinants of health are not
vacuumed. Their quality and accessibility to the population are usually the result of public policy
decisions made by the authorities.

Introduction
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Social determinants of health represent economic and social conditions that affect individual
and group differences in health status within a population. (1)

The World Health Organization says: The unequal distribution of health-related harmful
experiences is by no means a natural phenomenon, but a result of a toxic combination of poor
social policies and unfair economic engagements. Poor children and their mothers are in
place above the richer in terms of mortality, morbidity and malnutrition. (2) Such inequalities in
health outcomes are actually the result from the following chain of events:

= poor children in comparison to the richer ones, are more likely to be exposed to agents
that cause diseases.

= after exposure, they are more vulnerable, due to lower resistance and low coverage
with preventive interventions.

= if they already have a disease which requires medical treatment, they are less likely to
have access to a health service. The quality of these services is likely to be lower. (2)

Studying the social determinants of children's health and nutrition requires information from
the economic status of the household. Socio-economic differences in child mortality rates are
constantly changing around the world. Inequalities are slightly more pronounced in children
under 5 years of age than in infant mortality, suggesting that childhood deaths in children
between 1 and 4 years are more common. Mortality rates are more prevalent among poor
children. (3) Most deaths of children under five years of age in the world are caused by a few
conditions, namely neonatal causes, pneumonia, diarrhea, malaria, measles and HIV/AIDS,
with malnutrition being an underlying cause in about a third of these deaths. The importance
of neonatal mortality as the main component of health in children under 5 years of age gets
big attention. (4)

Key interventions for reducing inequality must include an improved approach to the utilization
and coverage of antenatal, prenatal, postnatal care and children's health. Special emphasis
should be placed on the work in the health sector at different levels (national, state, local) line
with other health services.(5) Many preventive interventions, however, are more likely to
achieve initial high coverage, through field work or community work. Policies for reducing child
poverty are particularly important because increased stress hormones in children interfere with
the development of brain hemispheres and brain connections, causing long-term chemical
damage. (6)

Material and methods

Health documentation of the children assigned to their chosen pediatrician was explored. Two
outpatient clinics have given consent to collaborate in the research study: Zeleznicar (Skopje),
and from outpatient clinic in municipality of Butel (Skopje). For statistical work out, 50 patients
were from each outpatient clinic were included in the study, which means 100 patients entered
the study during four years’ period (2013 — 2017). The results were intended to be used in
specially designed programs and measures for prevention and promotion of sustainable system
for improving children's health.

Results and discussion
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Out of 100 processed health records, 7% were mothers with primary education, 49% were
mothers with secondary education and 44% with university education. Of the group of mothers
with primary education, 71% had a newborn with low birth weight, of the mothers with
secondary education 18% had a newborn with low birth weight and a group of mothers with a
university education, 2% had a newborn with low birth weight. (Figure 1)

An educated mother has more opportunities to get more information as a result of contacts in
the outside world. An important role is played by her financial or emotional independence, or
both. It all affects the capacity to make decisions regarding all aspects, such as caring, proper
behavior, using immunization services etc. (7) Maternal education has a greater impact on the
mortality of older children. Women’s education should be one of the priorities in a society.

The role of maternal age for appearance of Down syndrome is known since 1930. Late
maternal age is also associated with infant mortality, neonatal mortality, with defects in neural
tube, and defects in the anterior abdominal wall.

Children from low-income households with chronic health conditions have worse health
conditions than children from high income families. Children’s health is closely linked to the
long term average overall household income, while the negative health effects of lower
permanent income are accumulated over the life of children. These children as future
individuals arrive at the maturity threshold with lower health status and partially lower
education as a consequence of poorer health.

Out of 100 processed health records, 98% of pre-school children had healthy drinking water
according to all standards, and 2% of pre-school children came into contact with contaminated
drinking water. In children who only had healthy drinking water, there was no episode of
diarrhea coming from contaminated drinking water, while pre-school children who came in
contact with in 100% there was diarrhea caused by contaminated drinking water. (Figure 4)

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Healthy drinking water is one of the essential elements to reduce the incidence of diarrhea.
Increasing the availability of basic health services will significantly reduce the incidence of
mortality in newborns.

Out of 100 processed health records, 98% of pre-school children lived in homes where
sanitary conditions were provided, and 2% of pre-school children in homes where they do not
have sanitary conditions. In the group of pre-school children living in homes with sanitary
conditions, 100% are absent digestive disorders caused by unsecured sanitation in the home.
In the group of pre-school children living in homes where no sanitary conditions are provided,
100% of them were digestive diseases where unsecured sanitation appeared as an etiological
moment. (Figure 5)

household. The data clearly reveal that children belonging to poorer households have a higher
prevalence of worse nutritional status. Children from richer households are associated with
better nutritional status. Poverty is the basis of all social economic differences and affects
health.

Conclusion

Expanding knowledge about social determinants of health, including among health workers,
can improve the quality and standard of care for people who are marginalized, poor or live in
developing countries by preventing early death and disability while working to improve quality
of life. The social determinants of health are not vacuumed. Their quality and accessibility to
the population are usually the result of public policy decisions made by the authorities

Aim of the study: The purpose of this study is to provide an insight into the causal relationship
between the major components of one of the most important social determinants, the mother's
lifestyle (maternal age, mother’s nutrition during pregnancy, alcohol use, cigarettes and drugs
during pregnancy) and low birth weight as one of the most unfavorable outcomes. The results
should serve to improve prevention and develop local programs and recommendations for
promotion and highlighting how low birth weight is a significant problem in society, relying on
accurate data.

Material and methods: As a material, the health documentation was explored (medical histories)
of pregnant women admitted at the University Clinic of Gynecology and Obstetrics in Skopje.
Statistically, there were processed 50 health documents randomly selected, in the period from
July to September 2018.

Results: With the help of this study, it will be possible to identify the link between mother’s
lifestyle and low birth weight. In the group of 15 to 19 years, 60% had a newborn with low birth
weight, in the group from 20 to 35 years 40% had a newborn with low birth weight and in the
group over 35 years, 73% had a newborn with low birth weight. 68% of pregnant women who
reported excessive weight gain during pregnhancy had a newborn with low birth weight. In
pregnant women where no overweight has been observed during the pregnancy, 41% of the
newborns had low birth weight. In the group that used abusive substances only in part of the
pregnancy, 60% had a newborn with low birth weight. In the group that used abusive substances
during the whole pregnancy, 90 % had a newborn with low birth weight. In the group that didn’t
use any abusive substances during the pregnancy, 20% had a newborn with low birth weight.

Conclusion: This research of lifestyle dimensions showed the importance and the role of lifestyle
as an important determinant affecting birth weight, attention, and training interventions are
important to promote healthy lifestyles in pregnant women.

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Introduction

Low birth weight (LBW) is one of the major health problems worldwide. Birth weight is one of
the most important and reliable health indicator for evaluation of infant’s health. (1) According
to the World Health Organization low birth weight is a term used to describe babies who were
born with less than 2,500 grams birth weight. (2) LBW infants are more prone to risks such as
mental retardation, neurological disabilities, respiratory diseases, sudden death syndrome, and
complications from being hospitalized in the intensive care. (3-8)

The primary cause of low birth weight is premature birth (being born before 37 weeks of
gestational age). Being born early means a baby has less time in the mother's uterus to grow
and gain weight. Much of the baby's weight is gained during the latter period of pregnancy.
Another cause of low birth weight is intrauterine growth restriction (IUGR). This occurs when a
baby does not grow well during pregnancy because of problems with the placenta, the mother's
health, or the baby's condition. A baby can have IUGR and be born at full term (37 to 41 weeks).
Babies with IUGR born at term may be physically mature, but may be weak. Premature babies
that have IUGR are both very small and physically immature. Any baby born prematurely is
more likely to be very small.

A low birth weight baby will fall into one of 3 categories:

e Low birth weight (LBW): a LBW baby weighs less than 2500 grams.
e Very low birth weight (VLBW): a VLBW baby weighs less than 1500 grams.
e Extremely low birth weight (ELBW): a ELBW baby weighs less than 1000 grams.

However, there are other factors that can also contribute to the risk of very low birth weight.
These include:

¢ Race: African-American babies are two times more likely to have low birth weight
than white babies.

¢ Age: Teen mothers (especially those younger than 15 years old) have a much higher
risk of having a baby with low birth weight.

e Multiple birth: Multiple birth babies are at increased risk for low birth weight because
they are often premature. Over half of twins and other multiples have low birth weight.

¢ Mother's health: Babies of mothers who are exposed to illicit drugs, alcohol, and
cigarettes are more likely to have low birth weight. Mothers of lower socioeconomic
status are also more likely to have poorer pregnancy nutrition, inadequate prenatal care,
and pregnancy complications - all factors that can contribute to low birth weight.

A baby with low birth weight may be at increased risk for complications. The baby's tiny body is
not as strong and he or she may have a harder time eating, gaining weight, and fighting infection.
Because they have so little body fat, low birth weight babies often have difficulty staying warm
in normal temperatures. Because many babies with low birth weight are also premature, it is
can be difficult to separate the problems due to the prematurity from the problems of just being
so tiny. In general, the lower the birth weight, the greater the risk for complications.

The following are some of the common problems of low birth weight babies:

e Low oxygen levels at birth

¢ Inability to maintain body temperature
¢ Difficulty feeding and gaining weight
e Infection
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e Breathing problems, such as infant respiratory distress syndrome (a respiratory disease
of prematurity caused by immature lungs)

¢ Neurologic problems, such as intraventricular hemorrhage (bleeding inside the brain)

e Gastrointestinal problems, such as necrotizing enterocolitis (a serious disease of the
intestine common in premature babies)

e Sudden infant death syndrome (SIDS) (9)

On the other side, mother’s lifestyle is an important determinant of general and reproductive
health. Lifestyle consists of seven dimensions: nutrition, tobacco, alcohol and drug use, physical
activity, occupational factors, social relations, self-care and stress. During pregnancy most
women try to make conscious efforts to do everything they can to help them have a healthy
baby. Pregnant women are very emotionally vulnerable and can feel like they are tiptoeing
through a mine-field of potential dangers, needing to consider every step they take, for fear of
placing a foot in the wrong place. Changing some lifestyle factors may help pregnant women
slightly improve their chances of having a healthy baby, but there are no guarantees. In addition,
not all aspects of the environment are within their control. Factors such as environmental
pollutants, electronic communication waves, pesticides and food chemicals surround pregnant
women every day and there is little they can do to try and avoid them. In the same sense, nature
can seem like it has no justice. (10)

Material and methods

As a material, the health documentation (medical histories) of pregnant women who were
admitted at the University Clinic of Gynecology and Obstetrics in Skopje. There were 50 patients
included in the study, randomly selected, within the period July to September 2018. Selection
criteria for pregnant women which were part of this research were the following:

e pregnant women of 15 to 45 years of age
e no drugs were used in pregnancy that would affect birth weight.

Results and discussion

Out of 50 processed health records, 40% are aged 15 to 19, 30% are aged 20 to 35 and 30%
are over 35 years of age. In the group of 15 to 19 years, 60% had a newborn with low birth
weight, in the group from 20 to 35 years 40% had a newborn with low birth weight and in the
group over 35 years, 73% had a newborn with low birth weight. (Figure 1)

The prevalence of LBW tended to be highest among adolescents and among mothers older
than 34 years. This study has showed increased risks of low birth weight (LBW) among offspring
of adolescent mothers defined as women <20 years). More recently, the concern about adverse
perinatal outcomes has also shifted towards older mothers as the number of births to women
over 35 years is increasing in both high-income countries and middle-income countries. Several
mechanisms have been suggested to explain these associations. With respect to adolescent
mothers, it has been suggested that they are still developing and growing, and therefore, mother
and offspring may compete for the supply of nutrients. At older ages, women are more likely to
have pre-existing, possibly undiagnosed diseases or poor health, including reduced
cardiovascular reserve, which could result in poor placentation and LBW.

Furthermore, adverse perinatal outcomes in older mothers might be related to relative infertility,
which could influence the likelihood of preterm births and LBW. At both ends of the age
spectrum, the relationship between maternal age and adverse offspring outcomes may be
strongly confounded by socio-economic status (SES). (11)

Out of the 50 medical documents processed, 56% pregnant women reported excessive weight
gain during pregnancy. Of these, 68% had a newborn low birth weight. In pregnant women
where no overweight has been observed during the pregnancy, 41% of the newborns had low
birth weight. (Figure 2)

Overweight and obese women had an increased risk of having an infant of very low birth weight
(<1500 g) or extremely low birth weight (<1000 g). The heavier the woman, the higher the risk
of having an extremely low birth weight infant, with relative risks in overweight. Inappropriate
weight gain during pregnancy reflects the deficiency of nutrients essential for the fetus. Mothers
are the only source of nutrition for a fetus, and if mothers do not have favorable nutrition for any
reason, their fetus does not receive essential nutrients for their growth.
Maternal nutrition, encompassing maternal dietary intake, circulating concentrations,
uteroplacental blood flow, and nutrient transfer across the placenta, influences birth weight.
Studies have shown that poor fetal growth can result from a deficiency of protein and energy as
well as inadequate intake of micronutrients especially during the rapid growth stages of early
pregnancy. (12)

Drinking of big amount of alcohol by pregnant women is associated with a range of adverse
consequences to the developing fetus. The most studied adverse outcome is fetal alcohol
syndrome (FAS). Heavy drinking by pregnant women is associated with adverse consequences
particularly for the fetus. Prenatal alcohol exposure has been found to result in restricted growth
of the fetus, prematurity, and LBW. While the exact effect of maternal drinking on LBW is not
known, it is has been explained as a result of elevated levels of prostaglandins in the fetal
tissues, which contribute to the initiation and progression of labor. (13) The results indicated
that in all birth year groups, infants whose mothers smoked during pregnancy were more likely
to be of low birth weight compared to infants with nonsmoking mothers. The higher the number
of cigarettes the woman smoked during pregnancy, the lighter birth weight found. Cocaine use
in pregnancy has been associated with low birth weight. (Figure 3).

Out of 50 medical documents processed, 30% of the women never used any abusive
substances, 30% used only in part of the pregnancy and 40% have used some substance during
the whole pregnancy. In the group that used abusive substances only in part of the pregnancy,
60% had a newborn with low birth weight. In the group that used abusive substances during the
whole pregnancy, 90 % had a newborn with low birth weight. In the group that didn’t use any
abusive substances during the pregnancy, 20% had a newborn with low birth weight. (Figure 3)

Conclusion

This research of lifestyle related to pregnancy outcome showed that all these three dimensions
directly, indirectly, or both affected birth weight. Thus, given the importance and the role of
lifestyle as an important determinant affecting birth weight, attention, and training interventions
are important to promote healthy lifestyles in pregnant women. Mothers, by living a healthy
lifestyle and thus creating a healthy ‘environment’ for their children, can help curb the risk of
childhood obesity.

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Traffic safety and public health policy: can we do more and better

Any traffic accident, and especially those with serious bodily injuries and deaths, is an
appropriate personal tragedy and have a major impact on the reduction of productivity of the
population as a whole, the amount of economic costs and the corresponding implications in the
health sector.

Every day in the world, more than 3,400 people die from various injuries received as participants
in road traffic. The economic costs of accidents are estimated at 1% of gross national product
(GNP) in low-income countries, 1.5% for cumulative income countries and 2% for high-income
countries. Generally taken, global estimates are about $ 518 billion a year, caused by damage
to traffic accidents.

For these reasons, as an imperative in each country, the importance and the policy of road
safety are being raised as a matter of public health. The health care sector will greatly benefit
from better prevention of road traffic injuries in terms of fewer interventions and hospital
admissions, reduced injuries among the population, and inparticular the mortality rate, less
hospital leave absences, and less financial costs for incurred damages. Also, it would be the
health sector profits if a better traffic policy is pursued in all spheres of society and for accepting
responsibility as direct participants in the traffic.

NEONATALNOM PERIODU ODREDUJE NASA UKUPNA ZIVOTNA SUDBINA?

Deca rodena mala za gestaciono doba (MGD) predstavljaju jedan od najznacajnih javno
zdravstvenih i populacionih problema svake savremene drzave pa i Srbije: kako po svojoj
uCestalosti, tako i po visokom i ranom morbiditetu i mortalitetu koji nosi. Deca MGD su sva
ona ¢ija porodajna masa i/ili duzina odstupa vise od 2 standardne devijacije ispod proseka
masa odnosno duzina novorodencadi uporedive gestacione dobi iz odredene populacije.
Drugim recima, to su dece koja se radaju "sitna", ispod donje granice normale za trajanje
gestacije, bez obzira da li su nedonesena, ro¢na ili prenesena. Ucestalost radanja dece MGD
(kriterijum -2SD) procenjuje se danas na vise od 10%. U siroma$nim i srednje bogatim
zemljama sveta incidencija MGD je u ogromnom porastu: u 2010.godini u ovim je zemljama
rodeno 32.4 miliona MGD dece $to €ini €ak 27% od ukupnog broja rodenih. Ova deca pate
zbog dva problema: 10% njih zbog abnormalnosti u nadinu sekrecije hormona rasta, zbog
deficijencije hormona rasta, ¢esto nizih nivoa IGF-1 i njegovog noseéeg proteina (IGFBP-3)
ostaju trajno niska ukoliko se ne le€e hormonom rasta nakon druge godine zivota - uspeh
terapije hormonom rasta bice utoliko veci ukoliko se dijagnoza MGD postavi ranije. Oko 90%
dece koja naprave fenomen brze nadoknade rasta ("catch-up growth"), a posebno ona koja
imaju znacajniji dodatak u telesnoj masi, u velikom su riziku za razvoj ozbiljnih metabolickih
poremecaja procesom fetalnom i ranog neonatalnog programiranja. Ovakvo fetalno i rano
neonatalno "programiranje" u miljeu naglog dodavanja u telesnoj masi kao i eSc¢e prisutnih
genetskih defekta, omogucéavaju rano konstituisanje metaboli¢kog sindroma sa svim
konsekvencama koje ovaj sindrom nosi, uklju€ujuci rani visoki kardiovaskularni i
cerebrovaskularni morbiditet i mortalitet.

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CONDITION OF FIRST PERMANENT MOLARS IN 12-YEARS-OLD SCHOOL CHILDREN
IN PRILEP AND GOSTIVAR COMMUNITY

Introduction: Fissure sealing in the children is a most popular and effective method of
decreasing the caries incidence of population, because occlusal fissure is much vulnerable site
of the tooth. From 01 January 2008 started implementation of the National strategy for
prevention of oral diseases in the children in R. Macedonia: Fissure sealing of first permanent
molars in 6-year-old school children.

Aim: The aim of this study was to investigate the success of that caries preventive
program in 12-year-old school children, to Prilep and Gostivar community,

Materials and methods: For improving that aim, we were obtaining in 2015 y. 345 school
children of Prilep community, 177 males, and 168 females, born 2003 y. In community of
Gostivar were examined in 2016 y. 1005 school children, born 2004 y. 525 males, and 480
females. First permanent molars in all the examined children were occlusally sealed before 6
years (2009) with GC Fuji Triage, and examinations were with calibrated dentists.

Results and discussion: On Prilep, in 12-year-old school children DMF index specially
for first permanent molars was 34,4%: decayed — 13,5%, missing - 2,1%, and filled — 18,9%.
On Gostivar, in 12-year-old school children DMF index specially for first permanent molars was
49,39%: decayed — 20,27%, missing - 2,66%, and filled — 26,46%.

Conclusion: Insufficient oral hygiene, inappropriate diet, lack of fluoride, need to urgent
implementation of other included component of National Oral Strategy.

Abstract

Introduction: PM patrticles are fine particles (hard or liquid) which are present in the air. PM2.5
includes all particles from 0 to 2.5 micrometers. PM10 includes all particles between 0 and 10
micrometers .According to WHO, the limit of PM10 particles over the course of 24 hours is 50
micrograms / m3while for PM2.5 25 micrograms / m3, but often these permitted limits are
overreached in major cities, which can be the reason for diseases mainly on the respiratory
system in people.

Aim: The aim of this paper is to reveal the relationship between the air pollution and the high
level of PM10 and PM2.5 particles in the air as one of the factors for respiratory tract disease.

Materials and methods: We looked atfour papers related to the air pollution and the presence
of PM10 and PM2.5 in the air where an increased risk of lung cancer and other diseases has
been observed in all surveys involving millions of people from Europe, North America and
Asia.
Results:

» Increased risk of lung cancer in 4-8%

» Occurrence of exacerbation of chronic respiratory diseases in 13%

» Non-smokers develop chronic respiratory system disorders in 2-10%
Conclusion: The presence of PM10 and PM2.5 particles above the limit is one of the causes of

respiratory system diseases, which is directly exposed to their effect.

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TREATMENT OF HYPERTENSION AS MOST COMMON DIAGNOSIS IN
EMERGENCY DEPARTMENT-DELCHEVO

Abstract

Hypertension is the leading preventable risk factor for premature death and
disability worldwide. As a most common diagnosis, the purpose of this paper is to
evaluate the procedures used in the emergency medical service in Delchevo for
treatment and management of hypertension in a period of one year (in our case,
last year - 2017) and compare them with the recommendations of the world
organizations that are engaged in research of hypertension and improving the
quality of patients with this condition, as well as reducing the rate and the occurrence
of complications associated with hypertension.

In order to achieve the set goals, we analyzed the data on recorded hypertensive
cases from the medical diaries in the Emergency Service - Delchevo and compared
them to guidelines for hypertensive emergencies, the reports of the Joint National
Committee on prevention, detection, evaluation and treatment of hypertension,
guidelines for treatment of hypertension from evidence-based medicine, given by
the Ministry of Health of the Republic of Macedonia and other European and world
guidelines.

Obtained results showed different treatment of hypertension compared with
recommended therapy from World guidelines. This is probably related to financial
constraint and complicated procedures for introduction of new therapy,
whichsignificantly limit the possibility of doctorsto gain experience with innovative
drugs and treatment.

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The influence of socio-economic factors on the presence of acute gastroenteritis in
children with Roma and non-Roma origin

Abstract

Acute gastroenteritis is the second most common childhood disease. Socio-economic factors
have a major impact on the incidence, duration and severity of the clinical picture of AGE. In
the most of undeveloped and developing countries, among which R Macedonia is, due to
poor hygiene, lack of clean drinking water, low degree of parents health education and
poverty, the incidence of AGE has increased.

The aim of the paper is to demonstrate whether socioeconomic factors have influence on
incidence of acute gastroenteritis among Roma and non-Roma children. This paper include all
children who were hospitalized at the Children's department Clinical hospital Stip with
diagnosis of acute gastroenteritis in the period from 01.01.2015 to 31.12.2017. A comparison
was made of the number of children with AGE of Roma and non-Roma nationality in order to
see if the socio-economic conditions which are worse among the Roma population, have an
effect on increasing the incidence of AEG in these children.

From 01.01.2015 to 31.12.2017, 470 children with AGE were hospitalized. Among them,
Roma children with AGE are 107 and non-Roma children with AGE are 363 patients. Roma
children are with a greater number of hospitalizations in the summer, and AGE is more likely
bacterial. AGE throughout the year is less likely to be found in Roma children, which is
associated with longer breastfeeding of Roma children, the frequent exposure to antigens
associated with living conditions leading to immunity. The greater frequency in the summer
period is associated with the consumption of food of suspicious origin and the rarity of
prevalence in winter and spring is associated with the lack of preschool and school facilities.

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Quality of Maternal and Neonatal Care in Albania

Abstract

Millions of children worldwide suffer and die from conditions for which effective
interventions exist. While there is ample evidence regarding these diseases, there is a
dearth of information on the social factors associated with child mortality.

Albania continues to experience relatively high maternal and child mortality.
However, the link between maternal and child morbidity and mortality and the
vulnerability of women is often not sufficiently problematised and addressed by
policy makers, resulting in ineffective plans of action. Attempts to address this
problem often focused on finding solutions to complications related to pregnancy and
childbirth through narrowly defined, ‘quick-fix’ medical-technical solutions, instead
of focusing on the root causes of the persistently high levels of maternal and child
morbidity and mortality. For example, the antenatal care in the first trimester has
increased substantially at 80% and skilled attendant deliveries 97% according to
ADHS (2009); however, the problem of high newborn deaths remains. Little is
documented on the socio-economic determinants of maternal and neonatal mortality.

The Graves ophthalmopathy is an inflammatory reaction, associated with
antithyroid antibody action. But this action is not systemic. Often there is euthyroidism,
or even hypothyroidism. Some author’'s shows genetically predisposition, but clinical
practice shows environmental factors such as stress and smoking cigarettes. Studies
shows association between smoking and anti-heat shok protein (hsp72) antibodies
which are expressed in retroocular fibroblasts in patients with Graves’ disease. Stress
affects the immune system through the nervous and endocrine system, and may
contribute the development of autoimmunity.

The appearance of Graves’ disease depends of personal and environmental
factors. Changing our behavioral we can influence on appearance and course of the
disease.

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Importance of social determinants for successful vaccination in R. Macedonia

Currently, there are multiple vaccines available worldwide and maybe the most
important ones are those designated for routine childhood immunizations. The successfulness
of immunization programs depends on multiple parameters.

A recent data’s suggests that social determinants have a substantial impact on routine
childhood vaccination being the most important reasons for under- or non-vaccination in low-
and middle-income countries. These can in turn affect developing of specific individual immunity
and the introduction of new vaccines and updating of the immunization calendar for general
population.

The main social determinants (which can vary among different countries) are: 1)
household living conditions and parents educations; 2) religious and minority groups; 3) war and
civil unrest and migration; 4) urban vs. rural residence; 5) accessibility to immunization programs
and governance level of involvement; 6) information/misinformation through the media and
internet; 7) popularity of complementary and alternative medicine; 8) safety concerns; 9)
financial factors;

To address the above mentioned social determinants, various strategies are suggested
and performed by official regulatory agencies in our country. The first step, recognizing the
magnitude of importance of social determinants, is made, and on this base future interventions
are of particular importance for design of appropriate and effective vaccination programs.
