SUMMARY

The first step or the beginning towards
the recognition of Christianity occurred
in the last year of the reign of Galerius
(305-311), whose reign was filled with two
opposing views: against the Christian
teaching in the period Diocletian’s reign and
when in the last year of his life he changed
his view and on 30.04.311, as the first
Roman emperor, he proclaimed (Lactan-
tius considered that this proclamation was
equal to an edict) that the persecution of
Christians ended and that they could freely
act in accordance with the prescribed laws.

After Galerius's death, Constan-
tine came on the throne, who will remain
remembered for the development and
spread of Christianity after the adoption
of the Milan Edict together with Latinius in
313, and after the convocation of the First
Ecumenical Council in Nicaea in 325. There
were also two bishops from Macedonia at
the Council: Alexander of Thessaloniki and

Summary

Budius of Stobi, and the bishop Dacus of
Skupi is also mentioned.

The participation of the bishops from
Macedonia in the first Ecumenical Council
gives us the right to conclude that on the
territory of Macedonia, at the very begin-
ning, Christianity took a wide swing on its
whole territory.

The third Roman emperor who will
remain remembered for the development of
Christianity is Theodosius | (379-395). In the
period of his reign, he convened the second
Ecumenical Council, in which 150 out of
186 East Roman provinces took part; Theo-
dosius | also participated in this gathering.
At the gathering, Macedonianism, (which
advocated a new theological teaching)
was condemned as a heresy and seven
new canons were adopted, confirming and
complementing the decisions of the First
Ecumenical Council in Nicaea in 325.

In the period of his reign, especially

in the period from 381 to 394, Theodosius
| adopted several edicts that were directed
to Arianism, heretics, and paganism. Espe-
cially three edicts gave a strong contribu-
tion to the further development of Christi-
anity throughout the Roman Empire.

The first two edicts in 391 were
related to the prohibition of offering sacri-
fices in front of the temples and banning all
administrators to enter temples.

In 392, Theodosius | completely
banned paganism; by this Christianity was
recognized as the only state religion, which
completely ended the process of Christian-
ization on the whole territory of the Roman
Empire.

In the period from the early IV to the
first decade of the VIl century the territory
of the eastern areas of the Republic of
Macedonia belonged to two Roman prov-
inces: Macedonia and Dardania. The terri-
tory of Macedonia included: Berovo, Vinica,
Delcevo, Gevgelija, Demir Kapija, Gevgelija,
Kocani, Radovis, Sveti Nikole, Strumica and
Stip. The territory of Dardania included:
Kratovo, Kumanovo, Probistip and Kriva
Palanka.

Early Christian architecture on the
territory of the eastern areas of the Republic
of Macedonia can be traced through the
architecture of graves, the emergence
of, martyria, aedicule, urban and ceme-
tery basilicas, single-naved early Christian
churches, baptisteries and episcopal resi-
dences.

Within archaeological field surveys
and research from 1950 until today, on
the territory of the Eastern areas of the
Republic of Macedonia from the early Chris-
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tian architecture the following was discov-
ered; 28 basilicas of which 24 three-naved
basilicas, 14 of which were fully explored, 6
partly explored and 4 recorded; one three-
naved basilica with a transept; one five-
naved basilica and two basilicas belong to
the type with circular basis; seventy-five
single-naved basilicas of which sixty-nine
are recorded, two partially explored and five
fully explored single-naved early Christian
churches; three baptisteries, two episcopal
residences and eight tombs, of which seven
with vaults and one with a flat roof struc-
ture.

Based on the architectural form of
the early Christian churches and basilicas,
the most common forms of basilicas on
the territory of the Eastern areas of the
Republic of Macedonia are three-naved and
single-naved early Christian churches, basil-
icas with a central plan and five-naved basil-
icas.

Three-naved  basilicas, recorded,
partially or fully explored on the territory of
the Eastern areas of the Republic of Mace-
donia belong to the first basic i.e. Helle-
nistic type of basilicas. The second basic i.e.
Latin type of basilicas in the Eastern areas
of the Republic of Macedonia have not been
discovered.

The study of all previously recorded
or researched three-naved basilicas on
the territory of the Eastern regions of the
Republic of Macedonia can be done only on
the basis of plans, since all were destroyed at
the end of VI or the beginning of VIl century.
A common feature of these basilicas is that
the width of the walls ranges from 0.60 to
0.80 m with small exceptions. These walls



can not carry heavy arches or domes, but
only wooden roofs. The first basic or Helle-
nistic type is characterized by three forms
of the naos: elongated, truncated and stan-
dard or normal, divided into three parts:
central, northern and southern nave. The
separation of the central nave from the
northern and southern naves with colon-
nades was not always with parapet plates.
The columns are thinner than the usual ones
and they carry the arhitrave and arcades on
which the roof structure was placed.

The Hellenistic type of basilicas on
the territory of the Eastern regions of the
Republic of Macedonia were mainly built
from the second half of IV century until the
end of VI century and they include urban
and cemetery basilicas.

The basilicas that with their archi-
tectural form increase the external dimen-
sion and the interior are basilicas with a
transept, which are very rare architectural
solutions on the territory of the entire
Roman Empire. In the eastern regions of the
Republic of Macedonia, only one basilica
was found on the locality Kalata - Begov
Dab, village Dulica.

In the first basic or Hellenistic type of
three-naved basilicas, two variants appear:

- Three-naved basilicas with domes

- Three-naved vaulted basilicas

On the territory of the Eastern
regions of the Republic of Macedonia, only
one cruciform church with five domes was
discovered of the first variant of the first
basic type, and it was built on the three-
naved basilica on the locality Holy Fifteen
Tiberiopolis Martyrs in Strumica.

Early Christian basilicas of the first
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basic type, of the second variant have not
been discovered so far in the eastern areas
of the Republic of Macedonia.

On the basis of the shape and dimen-
sions of the naos, on the territory of the
eastern areas of the Republic of Macedonia
the first basic type of three-naved basilicas
can be divided into three groups®:

- Basilicas with an elongated naos.

- Basilicas with a shortened naos

- Basilicas with a standard or normal
naos

Veliko Gradiste village Konjuh belongs
to the first group f basilicas.

St. Petka - village Ciflik; Gorica -
Vinica; Ksla - village Konjuh, and Argaci -
village Krivi Dol belong to the second group
f basilicas.

Monastery - village Macevo; Monastery
- village Grljani; Crkviste - village Morodviz;
Crkviste - village Klecovce; Bishop's Basilica
on the locality Bargala and Extra muros
on the locality Bargala belong to the third
group of basilicas.

Single-naved early Christian churches
are found in a much larger number, built
mainly outside episcopal centers and very
few were built in Christian centers, always
on higher places, with few exceptions, and
they are a practical and widely used archi-
tectural type adapted to all the needs of the
Christian cult. Most of these Early Christian
single-naved churches were built in the opus
incertum technique, without emphasized
horizontal rows of local stone where most
often dirt appears as a binder.

1 This typology is based on the
typology of Eli Chaneva in the early
Christian architecture in Bulgaria.
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Single-naved early Christian churches,
discovered on the localities in the eastern
regions of the Republic of Macedonia,
belong to the chronological framework of
the first half of V to the end of VI century,
with few exceptions.

Early Christian single-naved basil-
icas, recorded, partially or fully explored on
the territory of the eastern regions of the
Republic of Macedonia, belong to two basic
types:

-first type: early Christian single-naved
churches with narthex, a rare architectural
solution.

-second type: early Christian single-
naved churches without narthex, most
common architectural solutions.

As a separate variant of the first
basic type of single-naved early Christian
churches with narthex, on the territory of
the eastern areas of the Republic of Mace-
donia the following is distinguished:

- Early Christian single-naved church
with an inscribed cross in a rectangular
field, with a dome.

An early Christian single-naved church
belongs to this variant and has an inscribed
cross in a rectangular field with a dome
known as Red Church at the archaeological
site Kale - village Krupiste. Thus, this early
Christian church, which has some analo-
gies with the cruciform church built upon
the three-naved basilica of Holy Fifteen
Tiberiopolis Martyrs in Strumica, is the first
early Christian single-naved church of this
type on the territory of the eastern regions
of the Republic of Macedonia and on the
Balkans.

A separate variant of the second
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basic type of single-naved early Christian
churches without a narthex is found on
the territory of the eastern regions of the
Republic of Macedonia:

- Early Christian single-naved church
with pilasters as a constructive, functional
and aesthetic architectural element.

The early Christian single-naved
church with pilasters at the archaeological
site Kula - village Kalauzlija belongs to this
variant. The eastern facade is decorated
with three radially mounted pilasters on the
apse and three serrated HasabeHu parts at
the ends of the apse that merge with the
north and south walls of the church.

Based on the shape and dimensions
of the naos, the two basic types of single-
naved early Christian churches can be
further divided into three groups:

- Early Christian single-naved churches
with a longitudinal naos: Monastery - village
Ratevo; St. Athanasius - village Leski; Seliste
- St. Ili - village Dulica; Ilina church - village
Zvegor, and Star Bunar - village Baltalija.

- Early Christian single-naved churches
with a shortened naos: Gradiste - Prskarski
Cukar - village Ratevo, and the single-naved
church on the locality Crkviste - village
Morodviz.

Early  Christian  single-naved
churches with a standard or normal naos:
Gjuzelce - village Vladimirovo; Grobiste -
village Macevo; Monastery - village Macevo;
Monastery - village Spikovo; Krsto - village
Bigla; Keramidnica - village Dulica; Gradiste
- St. Dimitrie - village Kiselica; Branigrad -
Gjurova Crkva - village Star Istevnik; Kale -
village Strezov Grad village Celevec; Jalovec
- village Orizari; Cukarka - village Vakav;



Gramadi - village Susevo; Kula - village Kalau-
zlija and the Red Church at the archaeolog-
ical site Kale - village Krupiste.

Basilicas with a central plan appear
on the whole territory of the empire, but
compared to the previous types, this type
of basilicas is very rare. As variants appear:
circular, rotunda and with four semi-domes.
Each basilica belonging to these types
has a different solution; the only common
feature in these basilicas is the dome that
introduces unity into the composition,
dominating over the other architectural
elements of the basilica.

This type of basilicas is rare and only
two objects have been discovered so far: the
circular church Kletovnik - village Krupiste,
and rotunda in the village of Konjuh.

The construction of this type of basil-
icas occurred in the second half of V century
orin the first decades of VI century, as a new
architectural basilica solution.

Five-naved basilicas are the rarest
type of basilicas on the territory of the
whole empire, due to their extremely
complex architectural form.

The only example of a five-naved
basilica, not only on the territory of the
eastern regions of the Republic of Mace-
donia but also on the entire territory of the
Balkan Peninsula, is the cathedral church
discovered at the locality Kale - village
Krupiste. The eastern part of the basilica
was uncovered with the five apses of which
the central, northern and southern apses are
three-sided, and the northern and southern
perimeter apses are semicircular. Remnants
of the synthronos were uncovered in the
central apse.
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Baptisteries appear together with the
appearance of the first Christian monu-
ments domus eklisias, as a separate room in
which the act of baptism took place.

By recognizing Christianity as a state
religion, baptisteries in which there is a
baptismal pool appear as separate accom-
panying rooms of the basilica that end up
with an apse in the east.

With the development of early Chris-
tian architecture baptisteries were usually
built beside the north or south wall of the
basilica. The form of piscinas varied, it could
be circular, square, rectangular or in the
form of a cross.

On the territory of the eastern regions
of the Republic of Macedonia baptisteries
were discovered at:

- beside the northern perimeter wall
of the Episcopal Basilica at the archaeolog-
ical site Bargala - village Kozjak

- the archeological site Strezov Grad -
Demir Kapija

-the archeological site Goleo Gradiste
- village Konjuh.

Episcopal residences, as a rule, were
always built close to the episcopal basilicas
and most often, together with the episcopal
basilica and other buildings, they were sepa-
rated from the other area of the city by a
wall. The internal solution of this type of
buildings is always different. On the terri-
tory of the eastern regions of the Republic
of Macedonia, episcopal residences were
discovered at the archaeological site
Bargala and at the site Golemo Gradiste -
village Konjuh.

Two basic types of tombs can be found
on the territory of the eastern regions of
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the Republic of Macedonia:

- Vaulted tombs

- Tombs with flat roof structure

The first type includes the tombs
discovered at the following sites: Kale -
Strezov Grad - village Celevec; Crkviste -
village Morodviz; Ksla - village Konjuh; Holy
Fifteen Tiberiopolis Martyrs - Strumica;
Early Christian tomb near the basilica extra
muros, Kula - village Kalauzlija and Krushka
- village Star Karaorman.

Only one tomb of the second type was
found at the locality Govedarski Pat - village
Crvuljevo, where the tomb was covered with
three monolithic stone slabs.

Six construction techniques were
identified on the territory of the eastern
regions of the Republic of Macedonia in the
early Christian architectural monuments:

- opus caementicum, a construction
technique that exclusively appears in the
substructure, i.e. in the foundational basis
of the objects. Dirt and lime mortar were
used as a binder;

- opus incertum with two variants:

1. without pronounced horizontal
rows

2. with pronounced horizontal rows

including both variants this is over
90% the most widely used construction
technique in Early Christian monuments
in the Eastern regions of the Republic of
Macedonia;

- opus mihtum, this construction tech-
nique was found only in the red church on
the locality Kale - village Krupiste;

- opus quadratum, a construction tech-
nique that is very rare and is present only
in the sacral objects with a circular foun-
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dation: Rotunda in the village Konjuh and
the circular church at the locality Kletovnik
- selo Krupiste.

- opus testaceum, a construction tech-
nique that is only found in the construc-
tion of the vaults of the following tombs:
Kale - Strezov Grad - village Celevec; Ksla -
village Konjuh, and Holy Fifteen Tiberiopolis
Martyrs;

- a combined construction technique
found in the large hall of the complex of
the Episcopal residence and in Holy Fifteen
Tiberiopolis Martyrs.

Based on previous research it can be
concluded that the development of early
Christian architecture on the territory
of the eastern regions of the Republic of
Macedonia began at the dawn of IV century,
which can be traced through the discovered
early Christian tombs. With the construc-
tion of the first early Christian basilicas,
the process of evolution of the early Chris-
tian architecture began which will last until
the last decade of VI century, when it was
stopped by the Avaro-Slavic attacks.

All basilicas, single-naved early Chris-
tian churches and baptisteries on the terri-
tory of the eastern regions of the Republic
of Macedonia were built on dominant and
clean places, that is, on locations where
there were no older pagan temples or other
objects of profane character. An exception
to this is a three-naved basilica built at the
site Argaci - village Krivi Dol, where in the
course of wild digging, architectural plastic
originating from an older building was
discovered.

Studying the early Christian archi-
tectural objects that are the aim of this



book, we come to the conclusion that the
same basic types of basilicas, early Chris-
tian churches and tombs appear in the two
Roman provinces entering the territory of
the eastern regions of the Republic of Mace-
donia.

All this gives us the right to conclude
that in the two Roman provinces, in the
period from IV to the first decades of VI
century, the Christian canon related to
the construction ofbuildings was strictly
respected on the territory of Macedonia
with few exceptions.

On the entire territory of the eastern
regions of the Republic of Macedonia,
archaeological research and historical
sources confirmed only the Bishopric of the
city of Bargala as the first and so far the only
bishopric; it includes the episcopal basilica,
the basilica Extra muros and the city’s early
Christian church. Beside the bishopric as
the main church seat, there were also Chris-
tian centers with rank lower rank than that
of a bishopric, which have great merit for
the spread of Christianity in other parts of
the eastern regions of the Republic of Mace-
donia. Based on the number of discovered
basilicas and early Christian single-naved
churches on the territory of the eastern
regions of the Republic of Macedonia, as
Christian centers we can distinguish the
following:

- Pehcevo, with the three-naved
basilica on the site St. Petka and the single-
naved early Christian church on the site
Skalata - village Ciflik, and the single-naved
churches at the sites Manastir and Lesje in
the village Spikovo.

- Vinica with the great basilica at the

site Vinica and the three-naved basilica at
the site Gorica.

- Dulica with the three-naved basilica
at the site Begov Dab, and the single-naved
churches at the sites: Manastir, Seliste - St.
Ilija, Keramidnica and Crkva.

- Demir Kapija with three-naved basil-
icas at the sites: Manastir and Crkviste and
the single-naved church at the site Kale -
Strezov Grad - village Celevec.

- Nov Dojran, with the three-naved
basilica at the site Crkviste, and the single-
naved church at the site Manastir.

- Vraninci (Kocani), with single-naved
churches at the sites: Gramadi, Grobista
and Seliste.

- Morodviz (Kocani), with the church
complex at the site Crkviste.

- Konjuh (Kratovo), with the circular
church and the three-naved basilica on the
site Golemo Gradiste and the three-naved
basilica at the site Ksla.

- Strumica, with the basilicas discov-
ered at the sites: Orta Dzamija and Holy
Fifteen Tiberiopolis Martyrs.

- Krupiste (Stip), with the cathedral
and the single-naved church at the locality
of Kale, the circular church at the locality
Kletovnik, and the three-naved basilica
under the foundations of the medieval
church St. Nicholas.
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
