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Preface

We are living in a Runway World! On the one hand, we have identity politics and
on the other, we have apolitical apathy. Those who are concerned about the global
problems mentioned above and who perceive the government as being ill equipped
to deal with these new global risks, have gravitated towards New Social Movements
such as the green movement. At the more radical end of these movements, one’s
whole lifestyle, one’s whole being and identity is oriented towards addressing glob-
al problems, at the local and international level, through protesting globally and
acting locally. For someone following a traditional practice, questions don’t have
to be asked about alternatives. Tradition provides a framework for action that can
go largely unquestioned, tradition gives stability, and the ability to construct a self-
identity against a stable background. Globalization brings this to an end as local
cultures and traditions are exposed to new cultures and ideas, which often means
that traditional ways of acting come to be questioned. As a result of globalization,
societies and cultures go through a process of detraditionalisation, where day to
day life becomes less and less informed by ‘tradition for the sake of tradition’.

We are also living in an Era of Migrations, and an Era of Liquid Modernity. Con-
temporary migration is a complex and multiple process and the movements of
people often are not unidirectional — migrants could continually move between
different places. All the more so as contemporary modes of communication and
transport across the borders enabled them to work and live in different countries,
keeping in touch with those left behind as never before. Uncertainty in society re-
quires most individuals to constantly engage in ‘identity construction’, but he also
points out that the wealthy and powerful are the ones both creating and benefiting
from an unstable, rapidly changing world, and that these people are much more
able to defend themselves against the negative consequences of living in a runaway
world. It is a kind of chaotic continuation of modernity, where a person can shift
from one social position to another in a fluid manner. Nomadism becomes a gen-
eral trait of the ‘liquid modern” man as he flows through his own life like a tourist,
changing places, jobs, spouses, values and sometimes more—such as political or
sexual orientation—excluding himself from traditional networks of support, while
also freeing himself from the restrictions or requirements those networks impose.

Several factors made tourism to be particularly relevant for the state and pri-
vate economy, cultural heritage, identity and even for the global processes. Tour-
ism is tackling the human societies. People, in almost every society somehow are
in touch with a tourism. Places of a certain destination, that are very interesting
for the scholars and researchers, are more and more open toward tourists, espe-
cially after the globalization of the World Economy and international networks for
traveling and transportations are improved. At the same time tourism is a catalyst
for economic development and socio-political changes, processes that are on a fo-
cus of interest of many anthropologist, political scientists, sociologist and of course
ecologists and people who are dealing with sustainable development and environ-
ment protection.




Considering all these circumstances of modern living, their importance and the
way they shape identity as such, it is quite demanding these topics which shape
cultural identities also to be spread into academic dialogue and thus into discus-
sions. This has been the general aim and vision for the Vodici Conference 2019 -
international academics with their respected knowledge and experience to discuss
such a relevant issue and open the floor for further research and policy suggestions
concerning the everyday life.

This book of proceedings offers such a profound insight into identity from dif-
ferent academic perspectives but still keeps to its main interest: identity, cultural
heritage and tourism as important elements of everyday life and global processes
figures.

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REVIEW OF INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCES OHRID - VODICI: SEVEN
YEARS OF SCIENTIFIC PROGRESS

Abstract

This paper focuses on the development, definition, division and organization
of conferences. In the paper the academic significance of conferences is covered,
as well as the economic benefits arising for the destinations where they are held.
The main goal of this paper is to review the International Ohrid-Vodici Conferences
in the past seven years. For the purpose of the paper, primary and secondary
research isconducted. The primary research is related to the personal participation
of authors in the seven conferences, conducted informal interviews and the
method of unstructured observation. The official agendas and working programs of
conferences, as well as the published proceedings from the conferences mentioned,
were used as secondary sources of data. The paper deals with the historical
development of conferences, published proceedings and topics at conferences in
the past seven years. Tables showing basic data for the international conferences
Ohrid-Vodoci in the period 2013-2019, as the number of presented papers, number
of authors with demographic data in terms of gender, number of countries from
which the authors come from and members of the program boards are presented
in the paper. At the end of the paper concluding remarks are given.
