Abstract

guidelines. It should be written in English, to conduct 250 words and should be technically prepared 

according to the abstract template.  

 

Key words: 3 – 5 key words, not included in the title of the paper.  

  

Full paper  

The paper should be written in Macedonian or English, max.8 pages, written according to the final 

paper template.
