For quite some time, entrepreneurship has been linked to economic
performance in developed as well as in developing countries, and thus has
been the subject of vigorous debates in academic and public policy circles.
Research has shown that new and small firms are the backbone of
innovativeness and leaders in job creation, even in times of economic
downturn. Every country has a certain level of entrepreneurial potential, but
what is important is to find out something more about the key factors and the
antecedents of that potential, in order to enhance investment in positive
factors of influence and exclude or minimize the negative ones. The purpose
of this research project is to investigate the entrepreneurial potential (El) of
developing countries through analysis of the entrepreneurial intention and its
antecedents among young people. This research proposes to use the Theory
of Planned Behavior (personal attitude towards entrepreneurship, perceived
behavioral control, subjective norm) and some other antecedents (locus of
control, risk taking propensity, perceived barriers and perceived support
factors) to predict entrepreneurial intentions among students in two
developing countries. In this manner the study examines the effect of both
personal-level and contextual variables on entrepreneurial intention, which is
of great significance, since intention is closely linked to actual behavior. The
purpose is to investigate whether El differs between developing countries
and what are the main antecedents that contribute to that situation.This study
also investigates if the countries have high potential to achieve
entrepreneurialprogress. This progress is defined as an entrepreneurial
ladder with five successive steps: ‘never thought about starting abusiness’,
‘thinking about it’, ‘taking steps’, ‘running a young business’ and ‘running a
mature business’.The design proposes a survey among students of two
Southeast European developing countries: Macedonia (non EU member) and
Croatia (EU member). The main method for data collection is the research
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method, with implementation of the technique of structured questionnaire
with a set of items derived from the literature. The sample will be constructed
with the convenience sampling technique and it will include at least 300
university students per country, which are present at the lecture when the
survey is conducted. Collected data will first be analyzed with exploratory and
confirmatory factor analysis in order to assess validity of applied
measurement scales. The Kaiser-Guttman rule will be used to determine the
number of factors to extract. Multiple regression analysis will be conducted to
test the hypotheses. Entrepreneurial intention is specified as a dependent
variable. The tolerance measures will be checked to detect possible
multicollinearity. Data analysis will be conducted with software package
Statistical2 and/or IBM SPSS 19.Practical implications will be to see where
developing countries need to focus in order to support entrepreneurial efforts.
This project offers value and originality with the focus of the research on
developing countries which has rarely been done in academic circles. The
inclusion of developing countries provides a unique setting in which to test
the theory.

Details of the proposal:

Introduction

There is increasing attention on graduate entrepreneurship in developed
countries (Kolvereid, 1996; Krueger et al., 2000; Scott and Twomey, 1988),
but on the other side, there remains a deficit of research on entrepreneurial
intentions and education in developingcountries. The economic environment
in developing countries seems less stable, often beingmarked by strong
turbulence. This makes choosing careers in developing countries atricky task
for graduates, because they cannot expect the same demand for
salariedemployees as in developed countries (Jones et al., 2008; Tkachev
and Kolvereid, 1996).The same is true with regard to career progress
(Bezgodov, 1999). However, turbulenteconomies also offer opportunities for
entrepreneurial activities, perhaps even to alarger extent than stable,
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developed economies (lakovleva, 2007).

One way to build an in-depth understanding of entrepreneurial phenomenain
developing countries (characterised as middle-income economies according
to theclassification proposed by the World Bank) is to research multi-country
samples (e.g., Bruton et al., 2008).

Few studies conducted in developing countries to date include: Tkachev
andKolvereid (1999), who studied intentions among Russian students; Gird
and Bagraim(2008), who studied students from South Africa; Jones et al.
(2008), who studied Polishstudents; and Wu and Wu (2008), who studied
Chinese students.Recently, some interesting cross-national studies of
entrepreneurial intentions haveemerged: Linan and Chen (2009) studied
intentions among Spanish and Taiwanesestudents; Moriano et al. (2011)
conducted a study of six countries; and Engle et al.(2010) investigated
entrepreneurial intentions across 12 countries.

The contribution of entrepreneurs to an economy varies according to its
phase ofeconomic development (Wennekers et al.,, 2005). According to
Porter et al. (2002) threemain phases of economic development are
distinguished based on a country’s grossdomestic product (GDP) per capita
and the share of primary goods relative to its totalexports: factor-driven,
efficiency-driven, and innovation-driven. The developingcountries in the
present study are efficiency-driven economies. In efficiency-driven
economies,institutions  support industrialisation in  pursuit of higher
productivity andeconomies of scale. As the economy develops further, the
emphasis on industrialactivity gradually shifts towards expanding the service
sector, which develops andbecomes more sophisticated. This evolution is
typically associated with increasingintensity in research and development as
well as knowledge, and it leads to theemergence of innovative, opportunity-
seeking entrepreneurial activities.

Recent findings from the Global Entrepreneurship Monitor project (Bosma
andLevie, 2009) show that the level of early-stage entrepreneurial activity —
the proportionof people involved in establishing businesses or who are
owner-managers of newbusinesses — is usually higher in efficiency-driven
economies.For example, the average rate of nascent entrepreneurship
among efficiency-driveneconomies is 6.1 per cent, while it is only 3.4 per cent
in innovation-driven (developed) economies.Moreover, only 17 per cent of all
start-ups are driven by necessity in developedeconomies, versus 32 per cent
in developing countries (Bosma and Levie, 2009).

Following the call for more comparative research, the present study
exploresentrepreneurial intentions among university students in two
developing countries(Macedonia and Croatia) to investigate differences or
similarities in intentions and theirantecedents.

Thepotential to create, perceive, act upon, and commercialize market
opportunities can be seen as an importantcontribution of entrepreneurship to
a region’s levelof competitiveness. The role of entrepreneurship inenhancing
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the competitiveness of regions is emphasizedby Kitson et al. (2004) who
argued that ‘competitiveregions and cities are places where both
companiesand people want to locate and invest in.” Hence,competitive
regions tend to be characterized by awell-developed infrastructure that
supports businessactivity. This is also underlined by the European
Commission (2009):At the roots of competitiveness we find the
institutionaland ~ microeconomic  policy arrangements that create
conditionsunder which businesses can merge and thrive andindividual
creativity and effort are rewarded. Each region has its own regulations and
laws imposed bythe government, as well as certain levels of competition and
munificence of resources, that will determine theavailable market
opportunities for entrepreneurs. More favorable regional conditions will
enhance the easewith which (potential) firms come into existence,which in
turn may positively affect a region’s competitiveness.Alternatively,
unfavorable economic circumstances,such as high unemployment rates, may
pushpeople to start up their own businesses (EvansandLeighton, 1990).

The creation of new ventures is very importantfor regional
performance.Forming an intention to develop an entrepreneurial career is the
first step in the oftenlong process of venture creation (Gartner et al., 1994).
Among these theories, the Theory of Planned Behavior(TPB) has been
shown to predict entrepreneurial intentions most consistently (Autio et al.,
2001; Engle et al., 2010; Kolveried et al., 2007; Krueger et al., 2000; Moriano
et al.,, 2011). Unlike other models, the TPB offers a coherent and generally
applicable theoretical framework, which enables us tounderstand and predict
entrepreneurial intention by taking into account not onlypersonal but also
social factors (Krueger et al., 2000). Moreover, in contrast to the
othermodels, there is general support for the view that TPB predicts a wide
range ofbehaviors in addition to entrepreneurship (Armitage and Conner,
2001).

The TPB hypothesizes that behavioral intentions are determined by three key
antecedents: Attitudes towards the behavior, Social Norms (SNs), and
Perceived Behavioral Control (PBC). Actual behavior, in turn,is determined
by intentions. However, the theory also postulates that PBC is related
toactual behavior, and further considers attitudes, SNs, and PBC to be
related to eachother.

Attitudes refer to the degree to which an individual has favorable or
unfavorable assessments of the behavior in question (Ajzen, 1991).
According to the TPB, attitudes are determined by the total set of accessible
behavioral beliefs linking the behavior to various outcomes and other
attributes. SNs refer to the perceived social pressure to perform or avoid a
behavior. SNs consist of two components: normative beliefs and the
motivation to comply with these beliefs (Ajzen and Fishbein, 1980).
Normative beliefs concern the perceived probability that important referent
individuals or groups will approve or reject a given behavior: they set the
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norm that specifies how the subject should behave. The second component,
motivation to comply, reflects a person’s willingness to conform to these
norms, i.e. to behave according to the expectations of significant others. The
third antecedent of intentions, PBC, concerns the individual’'s control beliefs
regarding the behavior in question. More specifically, this construct refers to
the perceived ease or difficulty of performing the behavior (Tkachev and
Kolvereid, 1999).

Each step in the entrepreneurial process may also beaffected by context.
What institutions (culture, barriers, support measures, and so forth)affect the
intention/behavior link? And what about the movement from starting aventure
to expanding it? And the decision to exit?

Following the person/context interaction approach (Shaver and Scott 1991),
thepersonal characteristics of participants are undoubtedly relevant. The
analysis of theinteraction between personal characteristics and context
influence is an area in whichmajor research is still needed.

Entrepreneurship (that is, starting up and managing a business) is often
considered a process that consists of several stages (Reynolds, 1997,
Rotefoss and Kolvereid, 2005; Grilo and Thurik, 2008). This study defines
entrepreneurial progress as an entrepreneurial ladder, where higher steps on
this ladder refer to a higher level of entrepreneurial engagement (Van Der
Zwan et al., 2010). Individuals can move through five sequential stages:
‘never thought about starting a business’, ‘thinking about starting a business’,
‘taking steps to start a business’, ‘running a business for fewer than three
years’ and ‘running a business for more than three years’ (Grilo and Thurik,
2008). Through climbing this proverbial ladder and stepping from one level to
the next, individuals achieve entrepreneurial progress and contribute to the
competitiveness of regions and nations.

We are convincedthat a great potential exists for El research to contribute
towards a better understandingof the entrepreneurial decision-making
process. This situation will, in turn, allow the designing of education initiatives
of a more effective nature, a better understanding of the role of context and
institutions, and the evolution over time ofthe individual entrepreneurial
process. As a consequence, our aim in reviewing the literature is for this to
serve as encouragement for future research to fill the existing gaps.

Our work also has major implications for all kinds of practitioners. In
ourfindings and suggestions, both entrepreneurs and would-be entrepreneurs
can findinspiration, ideas, and ways to reinforce their Els and turn them into
successfulbehaviors. People who support, in a broad sense, nascent
entrepreneurs mayidentify new ways of interacting with entrepreneurs, and
therefore help them toimprove their entrepreneurial activities. Policy makers
at all levels can find relevantmaterial to rethink and improve their public
policies aimed at increasing Els amongpeople and mainly among the young
population. Finally, educators, teachers, andinstructors engaged in
entrepreneurship courses have the opportunity to nurturetheir students with
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the knowledge provided in this paper and to reflect on their ownpractices, by
looking at the suggestions and perspectives which have been
developed,mainly (but not solely) around the relationship between El and
entrepreneurship education.

The specific research questions are the following:

(1) Do university students consider desirable to start a new firm?

(2) Do university students have a positive or negative perception of new
venture feasibility?

(3) Do university students have a serious intention to create their own firm?
(4) Which is the student’s image of the entrepreneur? How do they evaluate
the entrepreneur’ssocial and economic role in society?

(5) How do university students rank the prestige of the entrepreneur
compared toother professions?

(6) Is there a relationship between gender and the variables of
desirability,feasibility and intention to create a new firm?

Research Project

a)Aims/goals

The goalsofthis two-yearproject aredivided into two groups, according tothe
needforanalysis of students of different faculties in the two countries. The first
group are the specific goals of the project:

1. To contribute to the knowledge about the entrepreneurial potential in
the analyzed developing countries. Since entrepreneurial potential can
serve as an indicator of further development of a national economy, it
iIs very important to know the level of that potential as a guiding
direction for national strategies development;

2. To explore the level of entrepreneurial intention of young people, as
they are the future working and creating force of every national
economy. The level of entrepreneurial intent, especially of young
people is an important and relevant indicator of the actual behavior,
and thus, enables a projection of the number of future start-ups. The
fact that these countries have a very high unemployment rate,
especially among young people, it is of great significance to explore
the possibilities to educate and motivate them towards
entrepreneurship;

3. To gain more knowledge on the antecedents that have an impact on
the level of entrepreneurial intent. These antecedents are actually the
factors that hinder or enhance the intent to start a business. The
gather the knowledge about their impact and importance, the greater
the chance to act upon it, in order to change them or invest in their
further development;

4. To analyze if there are differences in intent between the two countries,
and if attitudes, SNs, and PBC differ between developingcountries. If
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we find differences between these countries, we might be able to
pinpoint the reasons behind those differences and thy to suggest ways
to implement the better practices of the country with higher level of
intent into the country with lover level of entrepreneurial intent and
potential;

5. To investigate if TPB consistently predicts intentions in developing
countries. This model has widely been used in research in developed
countries, but not so much in developing or transition economies. This
would enable us to test the method and provide a further knowledge in
academic circles;

6. To propose directions for future research and / or changes in policies
or in educational programs. Every country should be focused on
improvement in the policies and educational system. The finding of
this research project will enable us to construct concrete measures for
future improvement in these two area, because we will gain an insight
in the most important factors from personal and contextual nature that
need to be improved or eliminated in order to enable more efficient
and effective policies and education of young people.

The second group are the general goals:

7. To provide important primary data, through exploratory research and
comparative analysis. This research subject hasn’'t been addressed
appropriately and in significant extent in the observed countries and
we all feel the lack of information in this area. This new knowledge will
contribute to problem solving and better management of
entrepreneurial issues on national and bilateral level.

8. Implementation of a combined research scales (TPB, personal and
contextual antecedents) into one research. This will provide a broader
picture of many underlining issues concerning entrepreneurial intent
and potential of these two countries.

9. Implementation of comparative analysis. Comparative analyses are
one of the best ways to understand the problems that an economy is
facing. It also creates a possibility to use the most of benchmarking
practices of the country with better results, and in that manner, to
improve the weaknesses in the country with more problems in the
analyzed area.

b) Methodology and planned research

Under theplanned projectas a key methodwill be used the method of
research, with a predominant use of quantitative research. The data will be
conducted from secondary sources(relevant literature, previous researchin
the area, publishedpapersand reports, web-pagesofofficial
institutionsdealingwith the area of study) and from primary sources(young
people i.e. students of different faculties in the two countries).
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The research technique is a structured questionnaire that includes different
scales used in the literature. The main method for data collection is the
research method, with implementation of the technique ofstructured
guestionnaire with a set of items derived from the literature. Data will be
collected with ahighly structured questionnaire that included a set of items
derived from the literature and questions about the respondent’s gender, age
and year of study. The items were measured on a five-point Likert-type scale,
anchored at 1 (strongly disagree) and 5 (strongly agree). The following
scales were included in the questionnaire: locus of control, risk taking
propensity, perceived barriers, perceived support factors, personal attitude
towards entrepreneurship, perceived behavioral control, subjective norm and
entrepreneurial intention. Items for locus of control were taken from Lumpkin
(1985), items for risk taking propensity, perceived barriers and perceived
support factors were taken from Luthje andFranke(2003), and items for
personal attitude towards entrepreneurship, perceived behavioral control,
subjective norm and entrepreneurial intention were taken fromLinan and
Chen (2009).The sample will be constructed with the convenience sampling
technique and it will include at least 300 university students per country,
which are present at the lecture when the survey is conducted.

Statistical Analysis: The basis of the statistical analysis will be parametric
statistics, through a set of nhominal, ordinal and interval measurement scales
for assessment of the analyzed phenomena, i.e. analysis of numerical data.
Zero primary hypothesis of the existence of nonlinear dependence between
the events (HO: p =0) is set in order to be refuted or to prove that the
correlation is not zero (H1: p #0). The results will first be treated with basic
descriptive statistics of the data matrix with values of the parameters,
including range of values (min -max), arithmetic mean, median, geometric
mean, data distribution, standard deviation. Before testing the relationship
between variables and their impact on El, the model fit, the reliability of the
constructed measurement scales (Cronbach alpha) will be tested, as well as
factor analysis to determine the size and significance of each of the variables
in the corresponding predicted measurement scales. Collected data will first
be analyzed with exploratory and confirmatory factor analysis in order to
assess validity of applied measurement scales. The Kaiser-Guttman rule will
be used to determine the number of factors to extract. Multiple regression
analysis will be conducted to test the hypotheses. We will also use the Chow
test, proposed by econometrician Gregory Chow in 1960, to test whether the
coefficients in two linear regressions on different data sets are
equal.Entrepreneurial intention is specified as a dependent variable. The
tolerance measures will be checked to detect possible multicollinearity. As
controlfactors we willuse demographic factors. Data analysis will be
conducted with software package Statistical2 and/or IBM SPSS 19.

The proposed research goals enable us to set several hypotheses:
H1:Entrepreneurial intention is associated with personal attitude towards
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entrepreneurship.

H2:Entrepreneurial intention is associated with subjective norm.
H3:Entrepreneurial intention is associated withperceived behavioral control.
H4:Entrepreneurial intention is associated with locus of control.
H5:Entrepreneurial intention is associated with risk taking propensity.
H6:Entrepreneurial intention is associated with perceived support factors.
H7:Entrepreneurial intention is negatively associated with perceived barriers.
H8:Entrepreneurial intentions in transition countries are stronger than in non-
transition countries.

Comparative analysis: This research project includes two Southeast
European developing counties — Macedonia and Croatia. One is a EU
member country and the other one is non — EU country and a transition
economy. The comparison of the results of the two countries will give us a
clear picture of whether there are differences among them, and under which
circumstances these possible differences appear. This willallow us to givea
proposalfor overcomingandelimination of the lesser practices.

Expected results and implementation:

Our paper contributes to the entrepreneurial intention literature making the
following advances. Our research combines three streams of research into
one study. We explore the effects of personal-level and contextual variables
on entrepreneurial intention. The basic model of planned behavior is
extended with locus of control, risk taking propensity, perceived barriers and
perceived support factors. Conducting our research in two Southeast
European countries, we are using them as an empirical testing ground to
explore the effects of national environments of these specific countries on
entrepreneurial intent. And finally, we conduct an empirical test of Ajzen’s
theory of planned behavior and explore how well it explains the situation
found in the post-transition setting.

The results of this research are important for two reasons. First, perceptions
of desirabilityand feasibility of new venture creation are products of the
cultural and social environment, that is, the informal institutional environment.
The knowledge of this part of the environment could and should be used to
take actions by the public policy decision-makers. Second, the EU in an
attempt to promote job creation has drawn the attention to the so called “job
beds”. Veciana has, however, pointed out that we should rather look for
“seed beds for entrepreneurs” and that in the knowledge society the most
promising sources of entrepreneurs are the university students (Veciana,
1998b). Therefore, identifying university students’ perceptions of new venture
desirability and feasibility is the first stepto do something in awakening and
stimulating students’ interest in an entrepreneurial career.

We expect to prove the set hypotheses, which would mean that
entrepreneurial intent is associated with personal attitudes, social norms,
perceived behavioral control, locus of control, risk taking propensity,
perceived support factors and perceived barriers. We also expect to find
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differences in the level of El in the two countries, having in mind that Croatia
is a EU member and Macedonia isn’t. We presume that the level of El would
be greater in Macedonia, since the level of unemployment of young people is
higher than in Croatia.

Applicative implementation

The importance of entrepreneurial intentions has been recognized in the
observed Southeast European countries in the region but this issue has not
been tackled comparatively or using the advanced theory of planned
behavior. We fill the gap by providing a theoretically plausible and empirically
evidenced comparative study of entrepreneurial intent in the selected post-
transition countries. According to our best knowledge, this is the first
exploratory study of this kind for the set of Southeast European countries.
The observed countries share the same path-dependency of ex-Yugoslav
republics and belong to the same Western Balkan region, so many
similarities might be found in the attitudes and behavior of neighboring
citizens.

The results will provide an opportunity to create a set of measures for
improvement in educational and public policy practices and strategies. This
should enhance the motivation of young people to open new business (start
— ups) in future, and as an end result, it will contribute to further development
of these countries.

Presentation and publication of results: At this stage it is envisaged to
achieve the following activities:

a) Participation of young researchers in the scientific work in which they will
be trained to use instrumental techniques provided for realization of the
project activities. They will be trained to analyze the results and think and
discuss the results. It will enable the expansion of knowledge and experience
in entrepreneurship and new firms development.

b) Writing and publishing scientific papers in international journals with
impact factor.

c) Presentation of the results at national and international scientific
conferences.

d) Cooperation with universities and government institutions for practical
application of the results of this research.

c) Research plan with timeline

The design proposes a survey among students of two Southeast European
developing countries: Macedonia (non EU member) and Croatia (EU
member).

Research and project activities are divided into thirds per year:

First third, 2017:
(1) Initial activities: meeting with all participants of the project and agreement
for further activities.
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(2) Focus on the collection of secondary data from previous published
reports, scientific papers, etc., reviewing the relevant literature, in order to
draft a new theoretical setting.

(3) Detailed setting of the frame for the research methodology, creating a
structured questionnaire.

Second third2017:

(1) Conducting empirical research - a survey of 300 students per country in
Macedonia and Croatia;

(2) Analysis and interpretation of data collected from the performed survey.

Last third2017:

(1) Meeting with participants of the project and discussions on the results and
the follow-on activities.

(2) Writing, publication and presentation of research papers, based on the
first part of quantitative empirical research.

(3) Prepare an annual report on the activities carried out in the first year of
the project.

First third2018:

(1) Initial activities: meeting with all participants and agreement for further
activities.

(2) Implementation of the second part of quantitative empirical research.

Second third2018:

(1) Analysis of the collected data.

(2) Writing, publication and presentation of research papers, based on the
second part of the empirical research.

Last third2018:

(1) Meeting with participants and discussions on the results and the follow-on
activities

(2) Prepare an annual report on the activities carried out in the second year
of the project.
