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About the publication

We witness important positive
changes in the prosperous societies in terms of overcoming racial, gender, and class prejudices, new civil rights
until now unprecedented in traditional narratives, but also a parallel existence of privileged individuals and
groups, a concerning unequal distribution of wealth, legal protection, freedom of speech and expression,
freedom of movement — are only a fraction of the goals that the inclusive society aims for on the path to a better
life for us all.

The topics discussed here portray the relationship between the traditional and the inclusive society and point to
challenges we face on the way to establishing new paradigms of the inclusive society. The readers will certainly

notice that the Journal includes a number of artistic-designer applications.

We define inclusive marketing as creating content that truly reflects the diverse communities that our
companies serve. It means that we raise diverse voices and role models, decrease cultural bias, and lead positive
social change through thoughtful and respectful content. We believe that our responsibility as marketers is to
relay a brand’s messaging in a way that resonates with people from all backgrounds, regardless of race,
ethnicity, gender identity, age, religion, ability, or otherwise. Beyond diversity, inclusive marketing can truly
elevate the stories and voices of people that have been typically marginalized or underrepresented, deepen
connections with customers, and even influence positive social changes. As our societies become more diverse
and interconnected, it is more important than ever that companies are thoughtful about the messages, images,
voices and values that represent their brands, as well as their greater social impact. Inclusive marketing is
advantageous to both the organization and the customer. For businesses, a wider audience results in campaigns
reaching more potential customers. Additionally, the brand is seen in a positive light. Customers, in turn, feel
represented and valued.

Inclusion vs. diversity

Inclusive Marketing strives to create a visual culture that is more representative. It endeavors to appreciate and
understand our various identities, differences and histories while also illuminating places of commonality.
Inclusive Marketers are willing to cultivate the skillset required to market to specific demographics without
relying on stereotypes. Inclusive Marketing takes a progressive stand on issues of social justice.

Inclusion is different than diversity. Diversity has become an empty term in most organizations, often denoting
little more than the checking of boxes and meeting of quotas. Conversely, inclusion speaks to the quality of
experience, where multiple perspectives are sought out and treated equitably.

The business case for Inclusive Marketing is simple, it bolsters the bottom line. A great example is the

incredible success of Mattel, which finally incorporated the feedback they have been getting for years and
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launched a line of Barbies representing different races and body shapes. The Ava DuVernay Barbie was sold
out in 20 minutes.

From a business perspective, inclusive marketing is going to become increasingly important because if we are
unwilling to learn, consult experts and think inclusively about our audience, we are going to spend far more on
damage control than we would on the professional and personal development we need to become inclusive.
How can we become more inclusive in our work?

There are some ideas to get us started™:

1. Start with yourself. We all possess identities that inform the work we do. How does who we are impact
how we see the world? Do we have assumptions that we take as truths? How might these assumptions
or biases come through in our work?

2. We should scroll our IG, Twitter and FB feeds. How many faces of color do we see? How about
disability issues? How many news sources do we follow that are centered on the experience of people
different than us?

3. Itis good to give every piece of marketing material a clean read.

4. Do our companies have a Chief Diversity Offices, or the equivalent? We might reach out to them,
develop a working relationship, inquire about the trainings they offer and consider bringing them into
marketing meetings when appropriate.

5. And finally, it is necessary to make and remember the difference between diversity and inclusion, and
intent vs. impact

Diverse marketing shifts towards inclusivity

Diversity in marketing has become more important than ever. The average consumer is developing an
increasingly sophisticated understanding of how their different identities intersect and are taking a fluid
approach to markers once accepted as fixed such as gender. Now, 43% of consumers in Europe say that
advertising is not doing a good job of representing diversity in their country, and we all have an opportunity to
fix that. Marketers have two options: to entrench the needs of a target group in the branding or to become all
inclusive to the intricacies of identity today.

The danger of ignoring diversity

Marketing diversely can be hard to get right. We can all think of the spot that made us cringe when it failed to
hit the mark. Brands must be brave and do their best to understand and properly represent their audience.
Audiences are now less afraid to call out brands for their misdemeanors and outrage holds the viral appeal that

makes for both bad brand image and earnings. Dolce and Gabbana Chopsticks ad in China last winter is a prime

example. The video showed a Chinese women presented with various Italian foods as a narrator challenged her
to eat them with chopsticks until he found something she could not pick up. Consumers were quick to call out

the ad’s orientalism and the backlash trended on Chinese social media sites. As a result of the outrage, D&G

was forced to cancel a show in Shanghai, especially as a number of models and celebrities pledged they would
boycott it. Reports estimate that D&G lost £ 22.5 million on the show and a number of retailers in China pulled
D&G offline reducing their retail scope.

The reward when brands get it right

Beyond the success of Nike’s Dream Crazy ad with Kaepernick and now Dream Crazier with Serena Williams
(Nike’s stock has risen 22% since the end of December), there are a number of other brands which are also
getting inclusivity right and are reaping the benefits. In a recent "Stepping into the Spotlight" talk at the IPA
(Institute of Practitioners in Advertising), Jean Reddan, Head of Brand Communications at Lloyds Bank and
the bank of Scotland explained how her team takes the feel-good factor as a serious metric with real impact on
brand awareness and success?®. Lloyds won Channel 4’s Diversity in Advertising Award last year with an ad
tackling the taboo of mental health. Some punters were left flummoxed, but for the one in three in Brits who get

stressed and anxious easily, they know how money worries exacerbate poor mental health.

The importance of a diverse workforce

It is important to acknowledge, however, that the topic of diversity and inclusion varies from one region to the
next, with some parts of the world progressing faster than others. In the case of Latin America, for example, the
different workforces, marketplaces and cultures of each country have resulted in unique challenges, ranging
from gender to generational conflicts, but the robust economic growth over the last decade has prompted many

organizations across the region to develop inclusive environments®,
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And while today’s consumers are forcing organizations to match the market by structuring a workforce that
mirrors the diversity of their end users, today’s professionals are also looking to take their talents to companies
that foster a culture of equality.

In the case of the legal industry, where the hunt for top talent is a pillar of business strategy, more and more
companies are promoting their diversity and inclusion programs. They want to assure potential and existing
employees that this is an environment where professionals are safe to be themselves, and opportunities for
growth are made available regardless of gender, status or background.

The result of these efforts can be summarized in a word: value. The assembly of diverse teams translates into
value for clients because the differences in perspectives, thought processes and mindsets allow for distinct
approaches to the legal challenged businesses face today. When clients see the value in a product or service, the

organization’s goal of growing and getting ahead of competitors becomes much more obtainable.

The women paleontologists wear fake beards in a fight for equality to challenge stereotypes about who works
in the field and gain more recognition for their work. It all started when one professor of paleobotany became
fed up of feeling invisible, after a male colleague was praised for an idea she had suggested just moments
before. Dr. Ellen Currano wondered whether she would be listened to if she had facial hair, so she gave it a go.
Now she is inspired a new project to challenge stereotypes in the scientific community including an exhibition

of 100 female scientists wearing fake beards.

The women share stories of their fight for equal pay, opportunities in field work and promotions. Just 1 in 4
members of professional societies for paleontologists are women, although many countries have legislation to
ensure gender equality. It will take another 108 years to close the global gender gap, at current rates of
progress.

Conclusion

Taking diversity and inclusion global is not about the export of specific programs, but about creating a
movement and infusing energy into a global corporate value system that holds diversity and inclusion as a
fundamental tenet. A critical issue that diversity and inclusion professionals struggle with is how to keep the
uniqueness of their national culture and still address the shared goal of embedding diversity and inclusion into
day-to- day operations.

While each organization faces a unique set of challenges because of differing levels of diversity and inclusion
maturity, variances in corporate culture, and the number of countries involved, there are also crucial
commonalities. Regardless of their industry or sector, all companies must address a lack of equity around the
world. There is also still a great deal of misunderstanding about how to define, leverage and measure diversity

It distinguishes itself from other
leadership theories, as it empathizes today’s rapidly changing environment driven by technology which requires
leaders to utilize novel competencies and adapt existing skill sets to achieve success (von Ber, 2017). Strategic
Improvisational Leaders (SILs) operate best in situations requiring rapid action (context dependent) and
decision-making capabilities (von Ber, 2014).

This new theory offers innovative, imaginative, fast, applicable solutions for rapidly changing business,
economic, social, political and educational environments through critical and divergent thinking and social &

emotional intelligence.

STRATEGIC IMPROVISATIONAL LEADERSHIP DEFINITION

Strategic Improvisational Leadership is based on rapid, adaptive behavior of an individual in response to a
dynamically changing environment, interruption and disruption. SILs have, high tolerance for ambiguity,
prepare for the unexpected and have solid strategic knowledge how to handle situations based on experience
and practice SILs are imaginative, stress playfulness, foster a culture of empowerment and real-time decision-

making processes based on decisive training practices, ability to seize situations and understand expectations.

WHY NOW?

IMPROVISATION

In accelerated environments in which information and communication flow at the speed of light, leaders no
longer have the luxury of taking the time to make decisions. Being able to move with agility, flexibility, and
determination through different contexts is critical to success. SILs operate best in situations requiring rapid
action (context dependent) and decision-making capabilities (von Ber, 2014). Through well-rehearsed
improvisation, constant practice, experience, and insight, they add value, create new opportunities, valuable
innovations and implement solutions. They can act quickly to mitigate or lessen reputational harm using the
best course of action to stem the tide of damage.

In this world full of technological changes, SILs must be ready to face the uncertain and constantly morphing
flow of information and communication. This feeds into the need for fast and complex decision making in a
world that demands immediate answers. Although these decisions must be made rapidly, they are also

grounded in the strategic thinking of the SIL.

STRATEGY

SILs instantly co-create new realities by taking calculated risks and making decisions confidently based on
patterns of association and accommodation. They have the ability to lead through improvisation, adaptable
mental transitions, to avoid being leapfrogged, and become a necessity rather than a choice (von Ber, 2017).
Similar to “satisficing” (Simon, 1957), which is defined as selecting the first option that works, SILs avoid
unnecessarily pausing or entering an “analysis paralysis” state (Harari, 1996). They engage, demonstrate high
levels of efficiency, proficiency, competency, spontaneity, and avoid excessive delays in the name of
information-gathering. They understand the importance of training and experience, identifying one option that
will solve their immediate problem. SILs recognize they are not separated from their environment, rather they
are a dynamic component of it and utilize recognition-primed decision-making models (Klein, 1998). Law
enforcement, military, and emergency response personnel, for example, involve the examination and utilization
of limited action options to enhance their decision-making abilities and improve the likelihood that they will
select the optimal solution in dynamic and rapidly changing environments Bass (1990).

SILs assure cultural continuity by embedding the improvisational fabric into the social context of the
organization and leveraging individual empowerment. They build a solid foundation for generations to come,
create new ideas and generate solutions which lead organizations through uncertain times. Kolb describes these

experiential learning cycles as four processes of concrete experience, reflective observation, abstract
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conceptualization, and active experimentation. “Learning is the process whereby knowledge is created through
the transformation of experience” (1984).

Allen and Kayes (2012) argue that the four processes of the experiential learning cycles described by Kolb can
happen so quickly that they occur nearly simultaneously. This phenomenon is referred to as "Molten”
experiences. Where not every environment or market is accelerated, and has molten experiences, the example

illustrates how quickly leaders have to be able to learn and take action to exercise improvisational leadership.

IMAGINATION

SILs easily learn and use new ways of thinking, move at the speed of light, are behind some of the world's best
companies, big and small, as they can pioneer new industries, disrupt others, design superior products and
services, and bring them to market faster and at a lower cost Koestenbaum (1991). As CEOs and entrepreneurs,
SILs have to propel their companies from one stage of growth to another, from startup to profit, or small
enterprise to big business, create opportunities out of their imagination and realize their dreams through
tenacity and hard work. They have to remain nimble, agile, and poised for growth, lead with clarity and vision
to achieve enduring success, and take their companies from one stage of growth to another, expand across
borders and diversify into new business lines (von Ber, 2016).

SILs are imaginative, and their attitudes energize companies, recalibrate their growth engines to create new
value, revitalize their culture and performance (von Ber, 2016). Through previous experience and formal
training, SILs have the ability to utilize pattern recognition for improvisational decision-making. Experience
and training provide the decision makers with greater response options, which increase the probability that the
mental simulation script they select will most likely work. As individuals become more adept at this process,
their speed and effectiveness in processing mental simulations and decision-making models gives the
appearance of improvisational decision-making ability, when in fact, it is a highly evolved and refined,

structured process Harari (1996).

EMOTIONAL AND SOCIAL INTELLIGENCE

SILs are experts at the subtle and emotional aspects of transitioning, adjusting mental models, learning to
differentiate between universal principles and their particular embodiments and being

open to new ideas. Leonard & Yorton (2015). They influence multidirectional relationships using
persuasion, rational strategies, political analysis, metaphors, and rituals Goleman, Boyatzis, &

Mckee (2002). SILs are adept at appealing to emotional attachments, friendships,

connectedness, relationships, to the higher ground--ethical/moral stands and communitarian

ideas, the commons, public good, purposely personalizing the organizational culture Goleman

(1998).
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INTEGRATION, INVENTION AND INNOVATION

SILs are innovative, integrative, intelligent and have the innate ability to move with speed,
agility, vision and desire to get the job done (von Ber 2014). They are self-disruptors and see
change as normal. They combine the scientific, positivistic, rationalistic, technocratic world of
the industrial paradigm and get into the intuitive, creative, open, diverse, global world of the
postindustrial paradigm Clifton & Buckingham (2001). SILs rely on creative thinking as they
reinvent themselves and experiment with new identities. They work with models which have not
been established, are embedded in the technological revolution, driven by ambition and fierce

competitiveness (von Ber, 2017).

EMPOWERMENT & TRUST

SIL requires a culture of trust. SILs set a context of trust and transparency with those they lead so as to have the
autonomy to make lightning fast decisions that will support the organization and their followers. It is in the
context of trust that risks can be taken and are an accepted practice (Hurley, 2012). SILs thrive in environments
where they are empowered, have autonomy and authority to carry out organizational missions, make tactical

and strategic decisions and implement innovation.

SUMMARY

Frequent disruptions and advances caused by rapid technology changes require a distinct shift in leadership
practices. Successful innovation efforts are measurable, connected to organizational strategy and achieved
collaboratively. The organization’s culture balances tensions that arise between running the current business
while exploring ways of transforming that business. Leaders formally support innovation by creating systems
and processes that reward risk-taking, creativity and innovation. The underpinnings of Strategic
Improvisational Leadership theory lays the foundation for successful leadership applications required by
rapidly changing business, economic, social, political, educational and environments. Speedy, goaloriented
actions, innovation, imagination and offer easily implementable solutions to complex technological and digital

environments.

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NEW CHALLENGES IN ORGANIZATIONAL COMMUNICATION -
CONNECTING THROUGH MANAGEMENT OF DIFFERENCES AND
CREATION OF ALLIANCES

Abstract

Individuals and organizations engaged in a frequently uneasy mix of collaboration and competition, for
example, colleagues within an organization, may be competing for promotion opportunities, yet, also,
collaborating to achieve corporate objectives. Similarly, organizations often find themselves forming strategic
alliances to share knowledge, capabilities or other resources, while continuing to compete in other spheres.
Success or failure in these endeavors depends to a great extent on the quality of interaction between the relevant
individuals and groups.

Communication failures are a common feature of organizational life, which can create intense frustration for all
those affected. Though they are frequently the product of more complex organizational problems, people have a
strong tendency to associate failures with their most obvious symptoms. In practice, responses are likely to take
the form of personalized and often emotionally charged criticism of high-profile individuals and groups. Of
course, the capabilities and performance of individual managers can make a great deal of difference. However,
it should be possible to distinguish weaknesses in ‘management’ from those that can be attributed to individual
managers (Watson 1994).

The value of organizational research is helping us to probe beneath the surface level and to reveal more about
the underlying causes. With a better understanding of the relevant mechanisms, we have the potential to make
more substantial improvements in communication practices, and to create healthier and more productive
organizations.

Conclusion:

Difficulties in communication can be both a symptom of an underlying problem in the organization, and a
contributory factor, perpetuating and even worsening the original problem. Unless the root cause of the
problem is tackled, any communication-based ‘solution’ will be correctly perceived as purely cosmetic, and,
hence, discredited. However, it is also important to recognise that even the most sincere efforts at dialogue may
have limited impact on more fundamental organizational problems. Indeed, increased contact between the
parties may even exacerbate the conflict, due to ‘noise’, incorrect de-coding and distorted feedback.Top
management teams, which connect chief executives to the rest of the organization, are vulnerable to
communication failures, including ‘groupthinking’ and fragmentation. Communication is often particularly
difficult at the boundaries of organizational cultures and sub-cultures, due in part to their distinctive norms,
values and practices. Such problems can be reduced using multi-tasking project teams. Digital information and
communications technologies, blurred organizational boundaries and stakeholder thinking have posed new
challenges, the common feature being a need for more flexible and interactive approaches to communication,
which will reduce misunderstandings between employees and their greater inclusiveness in the work process.
Changes of this kind require us to reconsider established approaches to organizational communication,
including the frameworks that we use to understand these phenomena. For example, the indication of one of the
standard distinctions in the literature, between ‘internal’ and ‘external’ communication. In today’s organization,
managers are required to think in much broader terms, addressing the blurred boundaries of the organization
and the complex relationships in which it is engaged. Any meaningful communication strategy must take full
account of an organization’s connections with multiple stakeholders, including suppliers, collaborative partners,

consultants, contracted-out personnel and customers.

Assistive Technologies (herein referred to as AT) refers to any product, piece of equipment or system,
whether used in its original form, modified or adapted, used to enhance, maintain or improve the functionality
of persons with disabilities. Assistive technology is applicable in various areas of life: positioning and
movement, dressing and eating, facilitating and / or improving communication, learning, solid and secure
object keeping, playing and engaging in sports and recreational activities, managing appliances such as
television, radio, computer or light sources [3].

The assistive technology (AT) is the name used worldwide for computer technology adapted to the
disabled, which should be helpful when using computers. We are not just talking about specially built chairs or
adapted tables, but about the whole branch of the IT industry - hardware and software. As people with
disabilities face many obstacles in their daily work, individuals have realized that technology can help
overcome many of them. If, for example, blind people are concerned for the availability of graphically

presented data - is it possible to get this data through different methods of perception, through hearing or touch.
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Because a blind person can hear information, they can receive it through adapted software and maybe even
"read" it, using a transducer that converts the graphic image into electronic Braille text.

According to the DO-IT Foundation, the barriers that people with disabilities face when using a
computer can be grouped into three functional categories: inability to use input hardware, interpreting output
data, and reading additional documentation. Thanks to AT technology, these standard computer operations have
been replaced by functional alternatives. For starters, access to the monitor, keyboard, and documentation
should be provided. Scientists at the Institute for Perceptual Artificial Intelligence Dalle Molle, along with
colleagues from Lausanne, Barcelona and London, have made wheelchairs that will be controlled solely
through brain activity in the near future. Certain software that a handicapped person controls with the help of
electrodes connected to his or her head - analyzes brain activity and transmits command to the cart system via a
wireless link. The software currently supports "turn left", "turn right" and "go forward" commands, all based on
a specific pattern of brain activity, but it is believed that the built-in intelligence as well as the infrared sensors
will soon allow for the smooth movement of such wheelchairs.

The aids that can be brought by the ICT include:

e Communication aids,

* Computer aids,

* Aids for daily life (dressing, eating, bathing etc.),

 Educational aids,

* Aids for environmental control,

 Ergonomic aids,

* Hearing aids,

* Transport aids (carts, scooters, ambulances ...),

* Recreational aids,

* Seating and positioning aids / Orthopedic aids,

* Reading aids

In this paper we present different assistive technologies: pattern recognition for vision impaired
persons, speech recognition and synthesis — for people with hearing / speaking problems, input devices and

sensor technology — for people with hand’s and touch problems, etc.
2. ASSISTIVE INPUT DEVICES
In the area of input technologies — we have the following examples of assistive IT devices:
- Special Mouse - Mouse designed to be an assistive technology - aids for people with hand motor

problems, such as people with: cerebral paralysis, muscular dystrophy, tetraplegia, Parkinson's disease,

multiple sclerosis, and more. They are also suitable for the elderly people.
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- The Joysticks can be used as an interface (assistive technology-aids for the disabled) instead of mouse
control. Joysticks can be a great help for those who have difficulties with motor functions, dexterity,
shaking hands or similar difficulties or injuries. The joystick is controlled by a stick and the keys on it -

replace the standard mouse buttons.

- The trackball is a device whose core element is a rotating ball. The cursor on the screen is controlled by
the ball, and the additional keys have the same functions as the mouse buttons. It is stable (fixed) and
requires no additional room for maneuvering. For people who have difficulty using and holding a
standard mouse, the trackball is a simple and effective solution for moving the cursor on the screen.

- Touch-sensitive mouse simulators are an alternative to a computer mouse, an assistive technology-aids
for the disabled. It is suitable for all computer users, especially children and people with disabilities

with motor functions and movement restriction.

- Smart pen - a "smart pen” is a device that captures spoken words and aligns them with notes that users
write on special paper. In that manner the student can record everything they hear in the class lesson,

and later play by pointing the top of the pen to the word.
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Micro-track Finger Mouse - this mouse is held in your hand, and the center button is used to start it. It
has a total of 6 buttons: 2 balls and a switch for actions and 3 buttons for programming according to the
needs of a specific user. Very small and easy to use. Suitable for left-handed and right-handed

individuals, for use in a small area without any flat surface.

Mouse simulator controlled by the lips movement it provides all mouse functions by breathing -air
intake and blowing into the mouthpiece allows the cursor to be moved across the screen dynamically.
The Integra Mouse has all the functions of a classic mouse, such as left and right clicks (the left key is
activated by short suction at the opening, and the right by short blowing), as well as double click and

drag operation.

Finger Switch - Key for persons with reduced mobility and limb use. It requires little pressure to
activate the switch mechanism, which can be adjusted to suit the characteristics of the user. It is
activated by bending the black rubber on top of the thin tube in any direction - up, down, back and

forth. A rigid flexible tube is an aid in positioning.
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- Eye controlled switch — This device uses eyelid movements and can be adjusted to activate when the user
blinks once or twice while ignoring spontaneous / normal blinking. An eye sensor allows the user to
control communication devices, a computer or toys. It is easily positioned and mounted on the frame of the
glasses or headband.

3. HCI INTERFACES FOR IMPAIRED PERSONS

- Eye Trackers - for people whose only, or most reliable, movement is head movement, Eye tracker may
be the best solution. This device has two necessary parts: a small compact unit (camera) that attaches to
the computer monitor (screen), and a small target (sticker) that attaches to the user's forehead or
glasses. This device operates with a wireless optical sensor that uses infrared light. and translates user
head movements into directly proportional computer mouse movements. Can be mounted horizontally

or vertically.

- Eye gaze Edge tablet - Sophisticated software identifies (determines) where the user's view is directed
and uses it as a cursor to control and manage the computer. The necessary setup for each individual
user takes a very short time (about 15 seconds), with the user watching the movement of small circles
on the screen. Nothing is related to the user's head or body. The user looks at the keys or cells that are
displayed on the screen, and to activate the individual keys, the user needs to look at the key for a
while. The view duration for the visual activation of the buttons is usually about half a second, but can
be adjusted according to user needs. "Mouse clicks" are made by slow blinking, a longer view or by

using an additional switch.
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PC Eye-Go is an eye-tracking device that makes it easier for people who can't use their hands to access
the computer. It is a replacement for a standard mouse, so it can be used to control a computer using
only the eyes. This device can be used on computers running Windows. The PC Eye-go can be
mounted under the screen of a laptop or desktop computer, and with the help of a special Eye-Mobile
stand it can also be used with tablets. The device connects to your computer via a USB port, much like
a regular mouse or keyboard. That is why (as well as the weight of 200 gr) it is extremely easy to carry,

as well as to attach and disassemble.

Brain interface - the Brain-Gate BCI interface can record nerve activities that come directly from a
small sensor located in the motor cortex, so the user can navigate through commonly used tablet

programs, including email applications, chat, music streaming and video sharing.

Brain-controlled wheelchair - a mind-controlled wheelchair is a mind-machine interfacing device that
uses thought to command the motorized wheelchair's motion. The first such device to reach production
was designed by Diwakar Vaish, Head of Robotics and Research at A-SET Training & Research

Institutes.

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- Brain controlled prosthetics (arm) - the integration of advanced robotics into medical prosthetics has been
largely positive, even life-changing, for many patients. In some cases, the devices have been able to restore
their motor and sensory abilities. The introduction of “mind-controlled” robotic prosthetics will allow
patients with amputations, traumatic injuries, or who were born without a limb to utilize a complete and full
range of motion.

4. CONCLUSION

By assistive technologies - we consider various hardware and software solutions that improve the
quality of life of people with reduced mobility and communication, and people with sensory and mental
impairments. Benefits provided to persons with physical disabilities due to the use of assistive technologies -
are huge. With the assistive technology, a large number of people with physical disabilities can perform
different working tasks with the same speed and uniform quality as people without disability. By using these
technologies — the impaired people can equally attend the educational institutions, as well as — to apply for

different working positions.

Assistive technologies are usually diverse technological innovations. Assistive technologies defined in
this way include electronic aids (special keyboards, alternative commands, communication aids), ergonomic
aids and special software. Assistive technologies ensure optimal independence in the movement and
communication of persons in need of such equipment. In this paper we gave an overview of the most common
assistive technologies (input devices, visually and speech- based devices etc.).

Finally it is good to point out these findings:

- Although there are countless AT devices and devices on the world market, there is no assistive
technology for some of the interferences and difficulties.

- Inorder to be usable and useful, assistive technology must suit the individual and
its peculiarities, and not general difficulties or disabilities

- Itis not necessary for children with disabilities to use assistive technology, many do not need it.

- An expensive device is not a guarantee for successful use, sometimes a tool made in household is much

more useful than the most expensive device
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- There is no one device that will solve all problems or enable or facilitate all activities. When choosing
assistive technology, significant answers can be provided by answering the question: what tasks the
child / student should do, which ones have been problematic or impossible so far, and which assistive
technology might be the solution.
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Abstract

This research paper explains and demonstrates the usage of Tesseract OCR in a Windows desktop
application that can take an image of an ID card as an input, mapping to the location of data that should be
extracted. The application, then should run the OCR process for the new locations and provide the extracted
info in a text format that could be copied to other interfaces. The application is built using these tools: Visual
Studio 2018, .NET programming language, Tesseract libraries, and EmguCV libraries.

1. Introduction

Artificial intelligence (Al) has come to be the topic of this era. Scientists around the world, in
different industries, are in a continuous research on how to develop Al systems that could help increase
work efficiency and the quality of our life. One of the many problems the development of Al systems is
facing is the identification and recognition of texts on a document. This field is known as Optical Character
Recognition and abbreviated to OCR.

Optical character recognition can be applied to machine printed documents or handwritten ones.
Documents that are printed by machines are the easier type to recognize by artificial intelligence. However,
some problems come along in the recognition process. The printing quality and font complexity are two
examples of the problems that we can face in the character recognition process.

In this paper, we will focus on the application of optical character recognition on the Macedonian
identity card (ID) for foreigners. However, we will be referring to it as the Macedonian ID card throughout
this paper. Using Tesseract OCR engine and OpenCV libraries we developed a solution presented as a
software application built with .NET programming language. The software application is able to recognize
and extract the texts printed on the ID card such as the card holder’s name, surname, birthday, personal
number and the card number and present them in an editable text format, thus they could be copied and

pasted in other documents or other programs interfaces.
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2. Optical Character Recognition

Optical character recognition (OCR) is the process of classification of optical patterns contained in
a digital image corresponding to alphanumeric or other characters. The character recognition is achieved
through important steps of segmentation, feature extraction and classification

3. OCR Engines

OCR engines are designed systems to recognize machine printed characters. Considering that
machine printed documents are usually well formatted and have consistency in the lines, words and
characters shapes, so this is easier than recognizing handwritten texts. Here are some, but not all, free OCR
engines available until the present moment: CuneiForm, GOCR, Ocrad, OCRFeeder, OCRopus, and
Tesseract OCR.

3.1.Tesseract OCR
Tesseract was originally developed at Hewlett-Packard Laboratories Bristol and at Hewlett-
Packard Co, Greeley Colorado between 1985 and 1994, with some more changes made in 1996 to port to

Windows, and some C++izing in 1998. In 2005 Tesseract was

5. Software Development

In this section, we will go step by step through the development stage of this software. In diagram
(2), we see an overview of how the application works. The user will be able to interact with the application
through the interface. The user will be able to input an image to the software. The image goes through
predefined steps at the software level before sending it to the OCR engine. Since we are trying to extract
some, and not all, information from an ID card, so it is not necessary to send the entire image to the OCR
engine as the full image is full of other details that we do not need. Therefore, the software is designed to

crop the areas that hold the information to be extracted. Then only the cropped areas are sent to the OCR

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engine allowing an easier and cleaner image processing. After the text is recognized by the OCR engine,

the result is returned to the software. Then, the software displays the results as text format.

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The Optical Character Recognition is an important field and is becoming more and more important by

time due to the fast evolving modem technologies where OCR is needed. The fact that OCR is used every day

to process bank checks, bank cards and different types of identity cards makes a high demand for OCR

technologies. Therefore, more research and efforts go into this field to help improve quality and recognition

accuracy.

The application discussed in this research paper is simple, however it is meant only for demonstrating

the idea rather than making a fully functional software. The result of the application is promising. The accuracy

rate is higher than 90%. Although the accuracy rate is high, letters like “JI”” and “IT” still can get the Tesseract

OCR engine confused recognizing one instead of the other. Further training for Tesseract OCR can help

achieve more accurate recognition results with letters with high similarity such as “JI”” and “IT”.

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Abstract

Within the paper, the issue of the thin line between lobbying and corruption is being addressed. Several
international organizations, including the UN, the Council of Europe, the OECD, have adopted legal acts to
regulate lobbying. Through them, they endeavor to keep lobbying in the normative, permissible form of
behavior. The violation of the strict rules for lobbying is the entry into the punishable, illegal, usually through
the criminal acts Trading in influence and Bribery.

Different interest groups through lobbying tend to influence decision-makers, thus to achieve their goals and
therefore wider own inclusion in social development.

In order to be legal and effective, lobbying must be transparent, all doubts about abuse and illegal working of
both parties in the lobbying process should be reduced.

However, this is an extremely sensitive area because very little is needed to turn lobbying into corruption,
therefore we need mechanisms for controlling lobbyists, as well as for overseeing public officials who are the
target of lobbying.

lllegal lobbying leads directly to corruption in politics, in the decision making process, which contributes to the
domination of individual interest over the public ones. In that way, a series of principles are violated, such as:
the principle of legality, the equality of citizens, the public interest, respect for the rights of citizens, or in
general, the violation of the rule of law and legal certainty. Such a consequence breaks the foundations of a
democratically based society and creates an opportunity for legal dysfunction.

Conclusion

Lobbying allows citizens to express their views, to integrate into social processes and to influence them. It is a
way to achieve common goals and it must be realized in a manner defined by law. The violation of strictly
defined rules creates a risk of corruption.

The lack of precise regulation of lobbying is a challenge for unlawful influence on decision-makers, but also a
risk for public officials to accept illegal offers of benefits, values or services of a personal nature. The danger of
crossing from lobbying into corruption is greater if imprecise regulation gives space for hidden meetings and
clients. Therefore, the principles of transparency and accountability, publicity in the working, are an obstacle to
corruption, and provide protection for the public interest and the rule of law.

The large number of corruption affairs involving lobbyists, or undercover journalists/lobbyists, indicate the
vulnerability of public decision makers. It is necessary to upgrade the ethical codes, as well as the rules for
receiving gifts and other benefits. At the same time, conducting public campaigns on the purpose and
importance of lobbying is a necessary step, especially in countries with weak regulation or inadequate
application of norms.

The line between lobbying and corruption is thin and therefore actions should be taken of normative, ethical,
cultural, sociological and penal character in order to prevent the spillover of lobbying into corruption,
protecting the profession lobbyist, but also protecting the society from crime and corruption at a high level, ie,

corruption in politics.

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Abstract

Within the paper, the issue of involving individuals or groups in the decision-making process through lobbying
is being addressed.

Lobbying is a profession that seeks to incorporate certain interests into national policies, that is, influence in
actions of decision makers. As such, there are oscillations in its development and contribution.
Through lobbying, it is possible for each individual, group or association to present their views to the decision-
makers, and thus to engage in social flows.

The quality regulation of lobbying is one of the prerequisites for including a variety of interests, but also for the
protection against corruption. The principles of transparency and accountability are a priority, making the
whole public aware of who is being lobbied and what is the purpose of such lobbying. On the other hand, if
lobbying is wrapped up with a veil of secrecy then it will very easily turn into corrupt behavior.

Lobbying is the strongest in the United States, with a large number of lobbyists and legal entities, with huge
financial resources circulating in this business.

State access to lobby regulation is different and ranges from legal rules for lobbying to lack of lobbying rules.
Within the text, a brief comparative review of lobbying regulation is presented in the EU Member States, the
United States and Macedonia.

Conclusion

Lobbying as a set of procedures for convincing public officials in the decision-making process has a different
application. In some countries it is a very developed tool for influencing decision-makers, while in others it is a
taboo subject wrapped up with questions, which should associate to dishonesty, twisting the rules, that is,
corruption.

The legislative approach is also different from one state to another. In some countries there are strict legal
regulations, in others there are more liberal solutions, in the third is left to self-regulation, while in the last
group there are no rules for lobbying.

Many factors influence the way to regulate lobbying, such as the level of economic development, the system of
moral values, the degree of rule of law, the results of dealing with corruption, but the most appropriate model
for the regulation of lobbying is a system of precise legal regulation, where exactly the rights and obligations of
the lobbyists are determined.

Lobbying is a tool for involving individuals or groups in the creation of public policies. Through lobbying, they
come into contact with decision-makers and have the opportunity to incorporate their attitudes in social

processes through a reasoned approach.

As an international document, the Convention makes an outstanding and
significant contribution internationally in combating violence against women and domestic violence. The main
purpose of this paper is to present all the mechanisms foreseen in thE Convention aimed for protecting against

gender-based violence. Gender-based violence refers to any harmful act contrary to the will of the person,
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based on socially prescribed differences between men and women. The subject of the paper is the analysis of
the content of this basic document that deals with the protection against gender-based violence.

Conclusion

The prognosis of the criminal act domestic violence is the first step in the legal and societal reaction in
this area. But, the promotion of best solutions for this, as well as in the other legal areas, is not possible without
a constant research and analysis of the practice of undertaking the regulations which are already in force and
gathering experience about their use, and without the identification of the domestic violence acts in a much

wider context. The solutions which are functioning in certain societies might not be the best idea for other

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societies, and vice versa. Also, the legal battle is just one, and often, the most inconvenient link in the chain of
societal support and help.

Because of that, finding the right answers for dealing for domestic violence, should be seen in just the
legal context, but in a much wider whole of society context, and these answers should help us in finding the
right solutions which are adequate with the high level of victimization this crime brings, both for the men and

women in our society.

Abstract

Increasing migration around the world is leading to multiethnic societies. It is estimated that there are over 200
million refugees in the world today, and they are in dire need of health services and assistance. Immigrants
differ in their ethnic and social culture, language, customs, behavior, which can be a barrier to doctors
responsible for providing health services. All of these factors need to be taken into account by doctors and all

medical and administrative staff in order to be able to perform their daily clinical work properly. Immigrants
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are not only different from the natives of Europe, but also different from their compatriots under normal
circumstances, because they have gone through dangerous and stressful situations of escaping the risks that
endanger their lives and the lives of their families, as well as the property that they left behind. They are now
facing economic, social and health disabilities. The help they expect from the medical staff is deemed necessary
and therefore a new concept is needed in providing health care to citizens with social inclusion.

APPLICATION OF CURCUMIN AND ITS DERIVATIVES IN THE
MANAGEMENT OF THE CARDIOVASCULAR DISEASES

Abstract

Curcumin is the active component in turmeric - the spice that is widely used in culinary and as home
remedy for preventing and treating many diseases in India and other countries for hundreds of years. Despite
that, the researches related to understanding the molecular basis of therapeutic properties of curcumin begun to
appear last 40 years. In addition, curcumin has also been shown to have anti-atherosclerotic, anti-cancer, anti-
diabetic, anti-inflammatory and anti-oxidative properties in animal models of various diseases as well as in
humans. This review article underlines the cardiovascular protective role of curcumin. It is also discussed about
the therapeutic benefits of curcumin derivatives and referred to the existing problems of curcumin as an

effective drug in the management of cardiovascular diseases.

Abstract

One of the problems that people with disabilities face in the R. N. Macedonia is the process of selection and
buying clothes. The market lacks specialized stores that sell adaptive wear. These people have difficulties
adapting to the existing market not only in terms of supply, but also in terms of non-inclusive store services such
as: limited access in purchasing clothing; untrained sales staff; lack of alteration services; online sales or
delivery, etc. The research for this paper has been conducted in collaboration with six people with disabilities in
order to understand the ergonomic, functional and aesthetic needs that these individuals face in terms of
selection, purchase and use of clothing and fashion accessories. Furthermore, an analysis was conducted for the
apparel and fashion accessories market in Skopje in order to determine the inclusiveness and the ability of the
retailers to respond to the needs of people with disabilities.

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Conclusion

The results from the surveyed participants with disabilities point to a lack of inclusiveness, not only in the
market for clothing and fashion accessories, but on a broader, collective and social level. The
research conveyed in Skopje confirms that the market for clothing and fashion accessories is
not sufficiently inclusive and does not meet the needs of the people with disabilities. This is evident not only in
the interior planning of the stores, which in many cases lack specialized wardrobes, but also in: the labeling of
the products; the lack of training of the sales stuff; the lack of services for clothing alteration; and online
shopping and delivery.

In the developed countries, there are many examples that incorporate the end-users in the production phase. In
that way, the so-called universal design becomes the focus of many designers, manufacturers and retailers. This

kind of practice contributes in creating a more inclusive market.

Abstract

The prerequisites of designing a multisensory environment of medical rehabilitation facilities are
considered. The peculiarities of human perception of the environment are determined. The given properties of
the objects and space in the premises will affect one of the sensory organs or have a complex effect.

Key words: human sensory system, health care facilities, interior, people with disabilities, environment design.

Intoduction

A person's life and development depend on satisfying the requirements of different fields of activity. Human
needs are divided into types: biological, social, spiritual. Psychological and physiological needs are biological.
Social needs are the needs to communicate with other people, in social activities, in public recognition.
Spiritual is the need for knowledge and creative activity. It is especially important to provide these needs to
people with physical or mental disabilities. It is urgent to develop the preconditions for designing a
multisensory environment of medical rehabilitation institutions, in which people with special needs will be able
to satisfy the requirements in terms of psychological, physiological, social, and spiritual development.

It is advisable to identify a set of factors that affect the sensory system and the subconscious of people.
The deliberate choice of these factors will improve the well-being of the person and reduce the consequences of
the disease and will be used in the development of the preconditions for designing the specified environment.

The purpose of this study is to formulate the prerequisites for the design of a complex of several rooms,
where the interaction with space and objects will allow to manage the psychological state of people with special
needs.

In the first stage, we consider the features of human perception of the environment. All sentient beings
recognize and perceive the world through the senses that are united in a single system. This includes the
analysis of the properties of space, objects, phenomena and the formation of subjective image, which is
activated when the analyzers are irritated. Researchers emit up to thirty-three shades of human sensation. This

work uses the five senses identified by Aristotle: hearing, touch, sight, smell and taste. In addition, the
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influence of the sense of position of the body in space [1] is considered. It is accepted that there are three
channels for obtaining information from human analyzers: visual, audio, and kinesthetic.

The visual channel is activated when using the visual analyzer. It is known that almost 80% of the
environmental information a person receives through vision. Due to a certain sequence of reactions that occur
during the transfer of momentum from the external environment to the visual analyzer and from the analyzer to
the brain, in the first 0.2 seconds [2] information about two characteristics of the object is obtained: the shape
and visual properties of the material (texture, color, absorption light, weight ratios). At the same time,
conscious selection of visual stimuli causes emotional response, influences the emotional and physiological
state of a person with special needs.

The first factor is shape. The subject is given geometric properties, for example, it is stated that the
bench has rectangular planes. Psychologists have shown that a sense of security and safety arises when using
objects with rounded shapes. Smooth lines provoke you to touch or track the shape of the object by sight. There
is an activation of mental activity of the right hemisphere of the brain, which in turn increases the creativity of
the person. The use of sharp angles, on the contrary, provokes a degree of rigidity and aggression. But at the
same time, most simple (classical) geometric shapes are faster perceived and better remembered by human
consciousness, compared to complex shapes.

To influence the emotional and physiological state of a person, one can use a person's subconscious
desire to complete unfinished figures so as to see a familiar form in them. Thus, an open round shape created by
a line is perceived as a circle or an oval, the three intersecting lines create a triangle plane [3].

In addition, the perception of the object is influenced by the position of the lines in space. It is
determined that vertical or horizontal straight lines are associated with calm and curved - with grace and ease.
Zigzag lines convey the impression of a sharp change. For this reason, elements with sharp corners and broken
lines are planned to be avoided in the multi-sensory environment of the projected medical rehabilitation
facilities.

Human consciousness is also influenced by the proportions, ratios, rhythms of the object and their
relation to space or other objects.

After analyzing the shape (geometric characteristics, values, position in space, light exposure), the
material is evaluated (texture, color, absorption light, weight ratios). Psychologists have proven that color and
texture affect a person's mood and emotional state (for example, yellow is associated with joy, blue is soothing)
[4]. The most famous researcher who studied the effect of color on humans was the psychologist Max Lusher
[5]. In his view, people's perception of color is objective and universal, but for every person, the benefits of
choosing a color are subjective. The strength with which the color will be perceived depends on its saturation.
The more saturated the color is used, the stronger the effect on the person in the room. An interesting print or
font composition has an effect on the subconscious. [6].

Influence on the subconscious and the psychological state of the person has the information received by
the audio channel. The auditory analyzer distinguishes between two stimuli - noise and sound. Noise is a

chaotic set of oscillating waves that have an irritating effect on the hearing organs. They can have a positive
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effect (natural noise) and a negative effect (loud noise). The rhythmically repetitive sounds of nature, such as
the rustle of leaves, the singing of birds or the murmur of water, have a positive effect on humans. This effect
can be used when designing a complex of premises. The materials that provoke rusting or cracking (for
example, the breaking of thin or rigid film that partially cover the surfaces of objects in rooms) have a relaxing
effect. In such cases, tactile analyzers are also activated when a person senses material (texture), temperature
and shape. [7].

Kinesthetic include the sensations obtained by somatosensory organs. The interaction of a person with
the textured surfaces of objects, especially seating areas, develops tactile sensations and relaxes. For example,
porous rubber has a nice touch structure, does not conduct heat and seems warm. Bubble surfaces may be used
to create pressure on individual points on the body of a person sitting on a bench.

The temperature of the objects determined by the somatosensory organs is important. This indicator in
the design of a complex of premises can be set consciously for the purpose of management of a person's
condition. For example, a stone has the same temperature as its environment, but when touched, a person feels
cold, which is explained by the high thermal conductivity of the material. Some items can be heated or cooled
depending on the reaction the psychotherapist wants to cause in a person with special needs.

The olfactory analyzer, compared with other sensory organs, has a hidden and powerful effect on the
human condition. Natural odors, such as the smell of flowers, have a positive effect on the nervous system.
Coffee aroma can speed up metabolism, invigorate and boost mood.

In order to enhance the influence on the emotional, psychological and physiological state of a person, it
is advisable to provide the maximum degree of physical contact of a person with objects that fill the space. This
will provide interactivity, which in art and design is closely linked to the development of communication
technologies. Interactivity, as the principle of organizing a system whereby the goal is achieved by the
information exchange of elements of this system, is the general term for all spheres of human activity. Based on
the definition, we can say that an interactive design system is interactive, the organization of which is based on
the identification of the degree and features of interaction with another system or person (user) [8].

Therefore, people know and master the world through the senses. The designer together with the
psychotherapist can design a complex of premises, set the properties of space and objects in it, which will
control the emotional and psychological state of the person.

In the next stage, it is advisable to analyze the features of the influence of parameters of the interactive
space on human sensors. Continuous evolutionary process in the fields of art and design leads to a tendency to
change reflections: contemporary art is characterized by the shift of emphasis from the results of creative
activity to the process of creating a creative object. This is the essence of interactivity - it interprets the
temporary effect of an element or object that comes to life only when interacting with it. In the framework of
this publication, we will look at several installations and determine the techniques by which designers evoke
emotions and feelings in a person interacting with the interactive space.

For example, the spatial labyrinths (Fig. 1) of the modern Brazilian artist Ernesto Netto [9] are

biomorphic objects that affect all senses of feeling at once: the texture of the multicolored knitted fabric and the

shape of the balls that fill the horizontal surfaces that a person steps on. They also develop tactile sensations.
Touching the installation creates friction of the balls against each other, and thanks to the rustle, the human
auditory sensory system is accessed. In the labyrinth are built several dozen bags with strong fragrances -
activates the sense of smell, causing a response given by the psychotherapist. The design is shaky, resulting in
disorientation when moving on it, developing the vestibular apparatus of the person. In this case, the person
concentrates on stabilization in space, resulting in a decrease in the intensity of information received by other
channels.

Horizontal membranes and structures can be achieved to relax a person in the complex. Figure 2
features a woven installation of Studio 400 [10]. The design is woven of cellophane packs - lightweight that
creates a visual weightless effect. At any feeling of the person, which is in the middle of the inner object, the
construction of the structure produces a noise, which in its tone creates the effect of relaxation. The uneasiness,
poorly drawn back to the membrane, made it important and the change of the vestibular apparatus of the
person, which is achieved by nothing. The difference of industrialization is progenized by its human work,
sharing a hammock, relaxing people and resting, both from physical and mental work. At the same time, it can
be a center for physical activity. Placement facilities allow you to accommodate within your group of people by

performing communicative and functional functions.

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If necessary, it is possible to use a structure such as “Tape Installation” [11] with dense walls that do
not bend (Fig. 2.b). The design has tunnel ins and outs. In addition, the architecture of the space is intended for
both passive rest and active. There is an opportunity to increase muscle tone by moving between levels of
sculpture. The walls of the membrane have smooth and rough areas and the difference in the used textures
develops tactile sensations of the person.

Similarly, more than 100 objects were analyzed and the preconditions for the design of a multisensory
environment of medical rehabilitation facilities to improve the condition of people with special needs were
formed. With the narrow specialization of the complex, the premises can be arranged sequentially and manage
the emotional and psychological state of the person with increasing or decreasing intensity of the condition.
When designing a multidisciplinary facility, it is advisable to use corridor planning. This will allow people to
visit the rooms selectively.

In order to form the necessary human reactions in a multisensory environment of medical rehabilitation
institutions, interactivity is appropriate. Due to the conscious influence of the environment and objects on
human analyzers, a certain system is created that takes into account the peculiarities of human perception.
Interaction with the interactive space influences human development. Social development is achieved through
the use of partitions (for the feeling of loneliness), or, conversely, open space. In addition, it is advisable to use
plants that interact with which a person feels relaxation and harmony. Also important is the medical precautions
for the use of such constructs by people with mental disorders. This is due to groups of stimuli that can alleviate
or enhance mental health.

It is proposed to design a complex of premises, the properties of space and objects in which will control
the emotional and psychological state of a person. Objects and space in the premises will affect one of the
organs of human sensation or have a complex effect. Providing maximum interactivity will enhance the healing
effect. As you move around the premises, people will change their emotional and psychological state. The latter
may be a room for sensory deprivation.

The project of a multisensory environment of medical rehabilitation institutions can be completed only

Plastic is a visual three-dimensional discussion created by reusable plastic items that present the challenges of
today's social life. The mainstream media uses plastic packaging that is reused, reshaped and supplemented
with various reusable objects from the environment, selected and composed by marginalized people and
indirectly reflects a vision of dialogue between discriminated stigmatized socially disadvantaged individuals
and groups stakeholders. This act raises awareness of the environment, enabling them to participate in
the creation and realization of the goals of quality common social living for all equally. Plastic is part of the
live mobile spatial installation "Reuse your mind" which is created by the hands and minds of an economically
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and socially disadvantaged group of people and speaks of the need to work together to rebuild
society. "Reuse your mind" is an installation that whenever it comes in contact with audiences/participants
takes on a new dimension by inviting the audience to give it a plastic look and the form of challenge it faces
and motivates them to do the act of taking responsibility. Thus, Plastic is full
of hopes that offer a solution through the reuse of all natural and demanding social
resources. This work  emphasizes the benefits of constant communication when
living together and, especially, emphasizes the communication with young people who are an inexhaustible
source of building a society that offers equal opportunities for all.

Re-examining the perception of art and its definition, raises the question what a work of art is and what is the
correct way of its perception.

Exciting theoretical thoughts that have been present for decades, lead to the conclusion that the artwork can
best be perceived by looking at it from a distance - so the viewer can achieve a kind of visual or emotional
connection.

From this idea - contrary to the usual conception of pieces of plastic art and the very approach of it’s
perception, arises this concept called "Invisible touches".

Minimalistic, contemporary and simple concept based on Braille alphabet has a goal to make visitors who see,
as well as those who cannot - to equally participate in observing the art itself.

The large monochromatic table, the use of Braille alphabet as the "Form of Art Expression” and color
psychology are the basic characteristics of these art works.

The Braille alphabet appears as a transporter of short emotional messages and becomes the leading visual
element of these art works. It also represents a sort of paradox of interpretation itself. “If you are blind, you
cannot see the work on a Braille letter, and if you see it, you cannot read it because you may not even know the
Braille letter.”

This central point is precisely the aim of this concept, and therefore everyone can touch artwork and thereby
make their connection, or more precisely their - perception of "seeing and experiencing” the art.

In its own shape, the art works allow a double experience: those who can see them visually and those who can
perceive them only through tactile senses - can both receive a message.

Although the idea of this art concept is essentially the integration and articulation of art with various social
range of people - it is intriguing that with this kind of approach of observing the art works, visitors violate the
rules of the artistic world itself.

The subject of interest in this work is the graffiti art fight for Human Rights, where the law is clear
against graffiti on public surfaces, but it must be emphasized that over time, the situation changes
through the social dialogue of the authors of the graffiti and the representatives of the state. Graffiti is
nowadays most often described as artistic expression (wall painting) or wall inscriptions on facades of
buildings and other surfaces made with chalk, charcoal or spray paint, typically for large cities.

The questions surrounding the legality of the graffiti art are being issued many times mostly because
there are two opposing sides with different perspectives and points of view. To answer this question
we have to propose different aspects and points of the graffiti artists and their cause for acting in this
manner.

The authors of the graffiti are mostly young, rebellious, creative and often unknown persons who use
their artistic abilities to express their views, personality and skills. The authors generally agree that
graffiti is an activity of the urban population, most often they are male, adolescents. They show the
seriousness and pedagogy in their works, their drawings are valuable, recognizable and wider audience
tries to recognize it and find out about it. Graffiti drawing shave special significance for young people,
and they use special names for their works: the simplest is the tag that is a stylized signature, and the

The idea for this project came from the challenges people with disabilities face when selecting, buying and
wearing clothing. These challenges include the time they need to get dressed; the much-needed help to choose
and put on their clothes; lack of information on fabric care and maintenence; the constant need for alterations
according to individual needs. Today more then ever we use our clothes as a way to communicate our
individuality. Still, while some spend a lot of energy on how to improve their styling, others find it challenging
to go trough simple daily routines, such as tying their shoelaces.

"In my shoes" offers insight into the challenges of people with visual impairment, cerebral palsy, and Down
syndrome wile selecting and buying clothes. This project has five participants with different disabilities (visual
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impairment, cerebral palsy, and Down syndrome) who shared their personal experiences in selecting and
buying clothes. The information they shared helped us plan the project, choose adequate clothes and develop
individual styling for each participant. This gave us first-hand experience of the real challenges people with
disabilities face when it comes to buying and wearing clothing.

Equality is not always about treating everyone the same — it is about treating people in such a way that the
outcome for each person can be the same. This means putting things in place to support people to achieve
similar outcomes.
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The Re=Requality installation is made up of three design elements: a heart-shaped pedestal, a recycled and
hand-painted denim jacket and a mirror. The idea behind the interactive installation is for every visitor to put on
a jacket and stand in front of the mirror with a mathematical sign of equality in red as a symbol of human
equality. The idea is for every visitor to take a photo in the mirror of themselves with the jacket and share it on
#ReTexMKk to raise awareness of human equality. The chosen unisex jacket is also a symbol of human equality
in the installation.

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The inspiration for the design solutions of this campaign is the symbolism of the scale as an object. The scale is
the traditional symbol of justice, a symbol of balance. It is a timeless symbol, easy to understand and easy to
communicate with. Every design solution looks at a different topic, or different social inequality, but the point
of each solution is the same — no matter what our religion, skin color or sexual orientation, etc., we're all the
same, we're all human.

— CAMPAIGN TERMINATE

Social exclusion, or marginalization, is a social disadvantage and it is falling to the edge of society. Alienation
or disadvantage resulting from social exclusion can be related to social class, race, sexual orientation, skin
color, religious affiliation, ethnicity, educational status, standard of living etc. Such exclusive forms of
discrimination are most commonly seen among LGBTQ + people, people with disabilities, and minorities.
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Anyone who seems to deviate in any way from the perceived norms of the society can, thus, become subject to
harsh or subtle forms of social exclusion.

The design solutions for this campaign are inspired by the Terminator Hollywood anthology. The style of this
campaign is the recognizable head-up display of the Terminator, complemented with text for easy interpretation
of the message also by individuals who may not be familiar with the anthology. The Terminator in the films is
an emotion-free machine that is tasked with terminating single or multiple targets. The design solutions of this
campaign show which groups of people are the targets of discrimination by society and for what reasons. Each
poster covers a separate main theme, or a different main problem, but there are also other issues that are
covered by the campaign that can be easily brought to light with a little more in-depth and more detailed
viewing of the whole design. The structure and the forms of the design have been made to hold the attention of
the viewer, for better and more accurate communication of the intended message of the poster and at the same
time of the campaign.
