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THE POWER OF THE EYES IN BRAM STOKER’S DRACULA
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Abstract: Vampires from folk legends and their literary representations do not share much
common ground. Yet there is one mythological aspect which has been amplified in English literature in
the twentieth century, and that is the role of the ocular images of the vampire. The vampire’s look which
allures the victim in legends, has grown into a recurrent motif of vampire literature, where the vampiric
ocular images embrace the characters, undertake complete control over their victims, and entice them in
their self-destruction. Bram Stoker’s Dracula is based on the idea of ocular images and the folkloric
belief of the evil eye, which it utilizes to depict the battle between good and evil. Stoker’s unique way
to describe the demonic power of the vampires’ eyes is complemented with the sexual connotations of
the vampires’ red eyes, burning with desire to satisfy their lust which simultaneously means satisfying
the need for blood, that is hunger. This paper aims to present and analyze the various depictions of the
eyes in Dracula, as well as offer explanations for their implications to the vampire myth and the theme
of the novel.
