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THE SOCIO-ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT OF TOURISM IN RURAL
ENVIRONMENTS

Abstrakt: Time brings inevitable changes in the way of life in rural areas. Rural resources are increasingly subject
to pressures arising from an expanding range of economic, social, political and environmental influences over time,
the way of agricultural production, the way of life in rural areas has changed, as well as the involvement of the local
community, in addition to agriculture and in other economic activities, among which was tourism. Rural areas are
usually characterized by a very rich natural, cultural and traditional heritage, but also by problems of depopulation
and abandonment of traditional activities and production. For this reason, today rural areas are mostly characterized
by a small number of mostly elderly population, small agricultural family farms and underdeveloped infrastructure.
It is increasingly clear how the challenges faced by rural areas can be more effectively solved by applying new ways
of thinking and acting based on the principles of sustainable development.
