"Reflection Sequences"

“Reflection Sequences” is a captivating exhibition of sculptures that invites the viewers to explore the
interaction between the form, light and their own perception. This visual experience, through its precise
craftsmanship and intriguing concept, involves the observer in a multi-layered experience — from visual optical
effects to memory, time and the complexity of the human mind. In that manner, through the choice of medium,
form and conceptual depth, this exhibition invites viewers to contemplate the complexity of human life.
"Reflection Sequences" hints at a thought-provoking concept focused on introspection and self-discovery.
The sculptures appear to depict a series of mirror fragments, each reflecting different aspects of the viewer's
identity. It encourages viewers to think about the complex human identity and the layers of one's personality.
That is why the arrangement of the reflective elements in the sculpture are thoughtfully designed. Each
fragment captures and refracts light in a unique way, creating a dynamic and ever-changing display as the
viewer moves around the sculpture. These sculptures draw the viewer into a dialogue with the artwork, thus
creating akind of interaction.

The author Slobodan Milosheski is a representative of the postmodern discourse in sculpture. He
creates sculpture that evokes great visual appeal — sculpture with a smooth polished texture in fluid forms.
These visual effects are primarily linked to the implementation of the minimalist concept that dominates the
author's latest stages, a period of his work in which he deals with symbolic forms and their meaning. They send
us a clear message that this approach to the implementation of artistic ideas enables the expansion of abstract
ideas into their own reality of self-knowledge, with the elimination of mimetic representations of the reality. The
arrangement of the elements in the sculpture is thoughtfully designed, with a harmonious balance between
space and form. The composition allows the viewer to explore the sculpture from different angles, reinforcing
the idea that the reflection of the material is not a linear progression, but a multi-layered construction. The
metal sculptures, obtained by cutting and welding, are made of stainless-steel material, which, despite the fact
that it can be considered difficult to process, is in reality very fluid, plastic and pleasant for creating the work of
art. The abstract nature of the works allows for personal interpretation, as each viewer can project their own
memories and emotions. The use of mirror fragments as symbols of self-reflection and self-discovery is
obvious. The viewer is presented with a distorted and fragmented image, symbolizing the complexity of one's
identity and the evolving nature of self-perception.

In conclusion, “Reflection Sequences” is a technically proficient and conceptually rich exhibition that
explores the complex relationship between our Self, perception and identity. It engages the viewer on both an
intellectual and emotional level, encouraging introspection and a deeper exploration of one's own being. This
exhibition is a testament to the artist's skill and ability to convey complex and profound concepts through the
metal as a medium, resulting in beautiful works of art that provoke contemplation.
