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Redefining Macedonian law as a result of external influences and its sustainability

Abstract: The change of the flag and the name of the Republic of Macedonia, as a result of external
influences (the Republic of Greece and the International Community) and the constant changes to
the Constitution and laws derived from the Interim Agreement of 1995, the Prespa Agreement of
2018 (concluded between Macedonia and Greece), the Ohrid Framework Agreement from 2001
(whose signatories include, among others, two representatives from the International Community)
and the possiblefuture changes as a result of Bulgaria's requests, raises the question: whether the
principle of non-interference in the internal affairs of a state (one of the principles of Westphalian
sovereignty and international law) is respected, and whether the redefinition of the law gives
stability and faith in the internal political order of a state, if it keeps changing. In the paper, a brief
analysis of the legislative changes is made, in order to see how sustainable they are.
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
