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PREFACE

The manuscript “English Lexicology” is aimed for the students in their fourth academic year at
the Department of English language and literature at the Faculty of Philology. The manuscript
is an introductory text for undergraduate students that offers a complete overview of lexicology
as a linguistic discipline, as well as its interrelations with other disciplines and its position in
the study of general linguistics. The text is in accordance with the accepted curriculum and
the material presented satisfies the needs of the students within the prescribed number of
lectures. The order of the topics analysed and explained within the text is complementary with
the order of the planned lectures for the subject of “English lexicology”.

The manuscript is divided into 10 main sections:

1. Lexicology as a linguistic discipline; 2. Words; 3. The origins of English; 4. Word-formation
processes; 5. Secondary and marginal word formation processes; 6. The lexicon; 7.
Paradigmatic relations; 8. Syntagmatic relations. 9. Lexicography; 10. Repositories of words.
Each section finishes with review questions that should help the students check their
comprehension of the material. Also, there are suggested papers for further reading, which
should enable the students to relate the covered material with contemporary and modern
research within the same topics.

The publication of this manuscript was encouraged by the need of the students to have a
central guidebook for the subject, which will contribute to a much faster, easier and organized
learning process. Moreover, it will give them a solid base for their additional study materials
prescribed for this subject, which often is viewed as complex due to the simultaneous
presentation of many new terms and concepts. The main aims of the manuscript include the
following: acquisition of the basic terms and key concepts in the field of English lexicology,
introduction to the structure, the meaning and the origin of words in the English language;
successful recognition of the meaning relations; acquirement of the ability to distinguish and
conduct different word formation processes; understanding the different branches of
lexicology etc.
